Will you get a $2,000 tariff dividend check? Here S the
betting odds.

President Donald Trump has floated the idea
of sending $2,000 tariff dividend checks to
Americans. Will it happen? You can place your
bets.

Bettors on prediction betting sites such as
Polymarket and Kalshi seem to be skeptical.
President Trump recently suggested the
possibility of checks from tariff revenue.

“A dividend of at least $2000 a person (not
including high income people!) will be paid to
everyone,” he posted Nov. 9 on Truth Social.
Three days later, White House press secretary
Karoline Leavitt echoed the president’s support for the dividends when asked about it on Nov. 12. “The
White House is committed to making that happen, yes, and we are currently exploring all legal options
to get that done,” she said. Trump broached the idea of a dividend rebate in July saying tariff revenue
could lead to “a little rebate but the big thing we want to do is pay down debt.”

The $2,000 payments would be made “to low and middle income USA Citizens,” Trump said Nov. 10
on Truth Social. But taxpayers can be forgiven if they are skeptical of the checks arriving, as this isn’t
the first time Trump has suggested giving money to Americans. No checks arose from the president’s
consideration in February of stimulus checks funded by expected savings the cost-cutting efforts of
Department of Government Efficiency (DOGE).

Here’s what bettors on prediction platforms think about the likelihood of $2,000 tariff dividend checks.

What does Polymarket think about the likelihood of tariff dividend checks?

Activity on Polymarket as of Saturday, Nov. 156 suggests users are skeptical about dividend checks being

sent to Americans. The site gives a 7% likelihood for President Trump creating a tariff dividend in 2025,

with more than $950,000 in volume. Betting began on Oct. 3 and rose to 17% on Nov. 9, but has fallen

since then.

Trump, who had brought up the idea of a tariff dividend for Americans in August, also mentioned the

Most Americans now believe
Republicans, rather than
Democrats, won the government
shutdown fight, according to a new
poll published Nov. 156. The CBS
News and YouGov poll, conducted
between Nov. 13 and 14, found that
5b5% of Americans believe...
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potential dividend checks during
an Oct. 2 interview with One
America News Network (OAN).
“We’ve thinking maybe $1,000

to $2,000. It'd be great,” he said.
Polymarket also has another
tariff dividend wager suggesting
a likelihood of 26% for President
Trump to create a tariff dividend
by March 31, 2026. That outcome,
with wagering initiated on Nov. 9,
hit a high of 44% on Nov. 13. But
the odds for Yes have fallen since
then. Fewer folks are wagering on
this outcome, as the volume has
surpassed $19,620.

Another wager, started on Nov.
13 and lacking enough activity to
have a posted volume, poses the
question of whether Americans
will get tariff stimulus checks by

December 31. The likelihood rested

at 6% on Saturday, Nov. 15.

Polymarket activity also suggests
skepticism on how big the revenue
boost will be from Trump’s tariffs.
An active wager on the site about

whether the likelihood of tariffs will

generating more than $250 billion

in 2025 has fallen to 6% from a high

of 35% in April, with a volume of
more than $931,500.

The Commiittee for a Responsible
Federal Budget, a nonpartisan
nonprofit that studies fiscal policy,
has estimated tariff revenue of
about $100 billion so far, falling

short of the $600 billion needed for

an initial round of tariff dividend
checks. Non-profit think tank The
Tax Foundation estimates that net

revenue from Trump’s tariffs would

equal about $216 billion in fiscal
year 2026, which began Oct. 1.

Action on Kalshi also seems to
indicate users think the Supreme
Court will strike down Trump’s
tariffs. The likelihood the court
will rule in favor of Trump’s tariffs
was at 24% on Saturday, Nov. 15, on
volume of more than $1.17 million.
That’s down from a high of 58%
shortly after action began on Sept.
2.

The Supreme Court heard
arguments on Nov. 5 about
whether Trump had the power to
impose sweeping tariffs on imports
rather than Congress. A majority
of the justices sounded skeptical

of the Trump administration’s
arguments.

‘Difficult to tell’

Congress would have to approve
the plan and it’s uncertain there’s
enough revenue to make the
dividend checks viable, said Scott
Steinberg, geopolitical futurist and
keynote speaker for FutureProof
Strategies. “It’s hard to see how the
administration would be able to
make the math work in practice
without putting more parameters
on the checks, or how such a
windfall for private citizens would
leave enough revenue to pay
down national debt as the plan

is currently envisioned,” he told
USA TODAY. What does Kalshi
think about the likelihood of tariff
dividend checks?

Skepticism also rules on Kalshi
where users give a 5% chance

of checks going out in 2025, on
volume of more than $418,000, as

of Saturday, Nov. 15. That’s down
from a high of 13.4% on Now. 10,

a day after betting began on
Novw. 9. “I'm sure many citizens
would love to ease their financial
burdens, especially around the
holidays and gift giving season,
and see money going back in
their pockets for once this year
instead of the other way around,”
Steinberg said. “Still, it’s difficult
to tell at this point if there’s a
workable way to execute on the
concept, especially as initially
sketched out — and if we’ll really
seen a tangible return in our
wallets on overarching policy
decisions.”

RETIREMENT AGE IN

20267 THIS SOCIAL
SECURITY CHANGE

COULD IMPACT YOU.

Social Security’s so-called “full
retirement age” — the age when
people can start collecting all of
their earned benefits — is about
to hit a new threshold, a change
that will affect Americans born in
1960 or later.

The full retirement age (FRA) for
Social Security is calculated using
a worker’s birth year, while their
monthly benefits are based on the
number of years they’ve worked
and their income over that
period. People may claim Social
Security as early as age 62, but
doing so permanently reduces
their monthly benefit by about
30% compared with waiting

until hitting their FRA. Starting

in 2026, Social Security’s full
retirement age is set to make its
final scheduled increase, marking
the last step-up in age enacted
under a 1983 congressional
reform desighed to shore up the
program’s finances. Before that
overhaul, people could claim
their FRA benefits at 65, but the
law gradually pushed that age
higher, culminating in the change
that takes effect in 2026.

Since 2021, the FRA has been
rising by two months each year.
It now stands at 66 years and 10
months for people born in 1959.
Next year brings the final step in
that schedule, when the FRA will
reach 67 for everyone born in
1960 or later.

With the FRA hitting 67, people
born in 1960 won’t qualify for
their full benefits until 2027,
rather than 2026. (You can check
your own full-benefit age by
entering your birthdate into this
Social Security calculator.)

The increase in the FRA will

first impact the youngest

baby boomers, or those born
between 1960-1964, followed

by Generation X, which spans
1965 to 1980. The change

comes as many workers report

feeling financially unprepared
for retirement, with only about
four in 10 Americans saying
they’re on track to maintain their
current lifestyle in retirement,
according to recent research
from Vanguard.

“Raising the retirement age is an
effective cut in lifetime benefits
for younger baby boomers,
members of Gen X and all the
generations after,” said Max
Richtman, CEO of the advocacy
group National Committee to
Preserve Social Security and
Medicare, in an email to CBS
News.

While the increase in the full
retirement age shouldn’t come as
a surprise given it was enacted
43 years ago, it doesn’t guarantee
older workers will be any

more prepared financially for
retirement, he added.

had planned, according to
research published last year
by the Transamerica Center

for Retirement Studies. An
October survey from the same
group found that most middle-
class retirees — people with
annual household incomes
between $50,000 and $199,999
— stopped working earlier
than they envisioned because
of employment issues, such as
losing their jobs, or poor health.
That gap between expectations
and reality may explain recent
research that found 44% of
Americans said they plan to
claim Social Security before
they reach their full retirement
age, which would result in
lower monthly benefits.

Some Americans also flle for
Social Security before reaching
their FRA out of a belief it
makes more sense to bank
more years of guaranteed
retirement income, even if it’s at
a lower monthly amount.
Transamerica also found that
nine in 10 working Americans
say they plan to ighore the
conventional financial advice
of waiting until age 70 to

claim Social Security benefits,
which locks in a 24% boost to a
retiree’s FRA payments.

“Having time to plan, however,
does not mean they have been
able to put aside more for
retirement, considering the
stagnation of real wages and

the rising cost of college tuition,
home prices and other key living
expenses,” Richtman said.

Retirement expectations versus
reality

There’s also a longstanding gap
between the age at which people
expect to stop working and their
real-world experiences, which
can add to the financial strain

of funding retirement. Many
Americans believe they’ll retire at
age 65, but the median retirement
age in the U.S. is in fact 62.

In the meantime, younger
boomers and Gen Xers will
have to hold off a little longer to
claim their full Social Security
benefits.

“These younger cohorts will
have to try their best to plan for
retirement, knowing that they
cannot collect full benefits until
67" Richtman added.

Nearly six in 10 retirees say
they stepped back from the
workforce earlier than they

OHIO SENATE

PASSES BILL TO

STANDARDIZE

KINDERGARTEN AGE REQUIREMENTS, FIX
BIOLOGY TESTING ERROR

COLUMBUES, Ohio -The Ohio Senate passed a bill Wednesday that
will standardize kindergarten cutoff dates, with an amendment to
fix a scoring error in the state high school biology exam.

House Bill 114 passed the Senate 29 to 4. There wasn’t any debate
on the floor, aside from an explanation of what the bill did.

The bill now heads back to the House for concurrence on

the biology amendment, which was expected to happen on
Wednesday.

Since 2021, current law has stated that local school boards must
decide whether to require children to be five years old by Aug.

1 or Sept. 30 to enter kindergarten. The bill sponsors said they
didn’t know why there were the two dates, but it has created
problems.

HB 114 states that a child must be 5 years old by the first day of
school to start kindergarten.

Under the current law, a student could turn five on Aug. 2 and
miss kindergarten if the district has an Aug. 1 cutoff, even if

the school year doesn’t start until the end of the month The
amendment will hold students harmless on a one-point question
that was on the 2024-2025 Biology End-of-Course Assessment. A
vendor scored the question incorrectly.

Students who ultimately marked the correct answer will receive
credit and their scores will improve. The question will not count
for all other students.

This will make a difference for hundreds of students who will
graduate.

As aresult, 529 high school students will receive a “proficient”
score on the test, up from “basic.” Proficiency is needed for
students to receive the Science Diploma Seal. Students must
graduate with two seals to receive a diploma in Ohio.

FAA ENDS
SHUTDOWN-ERA
FLIGHT LIMITS
AS CONTROLLER
STAFFING
REBOUNDS

The Federal Aviation
Administration has ended all
restrictions on commercial
flights at 40 major U.S. airports
that had been imposed as a
result of air traffic control safety
concerns amid the longest
government shutdown in history.

In a news release on Nov. 16,

the FAA said its flight-reduction
emergency order would be
lifted at 6 a.m. ET on Now. 17, and
normal operations could resume
across the National Airspace
System. The agency also
removed restrictions on space
launches and general aviation
flights at 12 airports.

The FAA noted that its safety
team recommended rescinding
the order after reviewing safety
trends and the “steady decline
of staffing-trigger events in air
traffic control facilities.” ”I want
to thank the FAA’s dedicated
safety team for keeping our
skies secure during the longest
government shutdown in our
nation’s history and the country’s
patience for putting safety first,”
Transportation Secretary Sean
Duffy said in a statement. “Now
we can refocus our efforts on
surging controller hiring and
building the brand new, state-of-
the-art air traffic control system
the American people deserve.”
The announcement came after the
FAA ordered a 3% reduction in
operations through the weekend,
down from 6% as the government
shutdown ended. Cancellations had
been scheduled to increase if the
shutdown dragged on and air traffic
controller shortages worsened.
Aviation analytics company Cirium
reported even lower disruptions on
Now. 16, with a 0.256% cancellation
rate and 91% on-time departures
across the 40 impacted airports. It
noted that that was below average for
cancellations and above average for
departure performance.

In its announcement, the FAA

said it was “aware of reports of
noncompliance by carriers over the
course of the emergency order.” The
agency said it was reviewing and
assessing enforcement options.

Air traffic controller staffing levels
continue to ‘snap back into place’
Some 13,000 air traffic controllers
were forced to work without pay for
more than a month, overstretching
already overworked and understaffed
air traffic controllers. Federal
authorities reported an uptick in

air traffic controller absences, with
many calling out due to stress and
financial pressure, since the shutdown
started on Oct. 1. Air traffic control
staffing shortages, along with weather
issues, led to tens of thousands

of flight cancellations and delays.
Flight disruptions began to improve
as Congress reached a deal to end
the shutdown following more than
10,000 delays and more than 2,900
cancellations on Nowv. 9, according to
FlightAware, a flight-tracking website.

According to the FAA, air traffic
controller staffing levels have

since the end of the government
shutdown.

AMERICANS THINK
WON GOVERNMENT
SHUTDOWN
NEGOTIATIONS?
REPUBLICANS, NEW
POLL SAYS

Most Americans now believe
Republicans, rather than
Democrats, won the government
shutdown fight, according to a new
poll published Nov. 15.

The CBS News and YouGov poll,
conducted between Nov. 13 and
14, found that 55% of Americans
believe President Donald Trump
and Republicans got more of what
they wanted from negotiations
that ended the shutdown. Only 6%
said Democrats came out on top,
and 24% said neither party was
victorious.

The results come weeks after
Democrats cited their victories in
the 2025 elections as a referendum
on Trump and Republican
leadership. The survey also stands
in stark contrast with polls taken
amid the shutdown that showed
Republicans shouldering the

brunt of voter criticism. After

a record-breaking 43 days, the
government shutdown ended last
week after eight Senate Democrats
relented on their health care-
related policy demands and voted
with Republicans. The Senate
compromise quickly passed in the
House, and Trump signed it into law
hours later.

Democrats agreed to fund the
government after Republican
Senate leaders promised a future
vote on extending Obamacare
subsidies that help millions of
Americans afford health care. But
Republican House Speaker Mike
Johnson said he would not commit
to a similar vote in his chamber,
and the health care proposal
remains in limbo. About 70% of
Republicans believe their party
compromised the “right amount”
during negotiations, while 55% of
Democrats said their party gave
in too much, according to the CBS
News survey.

More Americans disapprove of
the way Democrats handled the
shutdown (60%), compared with
Republicans (54%). A majority

of those polled (56%) said they
disapproved of the way Trump led
through the funding fight. The poll

was conducted among a sample of
1,288 adults across the nation who
were initially surveyed during the

shutdown. It has a margin of error

of plus or minus 3.3 points.

What was in the shutdown deal?
Under the deal, most federal
agencies will receive funding
through Jan. 30. If the two parties
don’t agree to another spending
package by then, the government
could shut down again. Lawmakers
funded the Supplemental Nutrition
Assistance Program, or SNAP,
through the end of the fiscal year
on Sept. 30, 2026, and provided
additional funding for Veterans
Affairs medical care.

They also included more than
$200 million in funding to increase
security measures for members

of the House and Senate and
additional money for the protection
of Supreme Court justices.

Another measure in the package
allows a group of Republican
senators whose phone records were
subpoenaed during the FBI's 2020
election interference investigation
to sue the government for up to
$500,000.

And one of the most controversial
measures included in the law
closes a loophole that for years has
allowed the unregulated sale of
certain hemp products nationwide.

PENNY DEAD AT 232

It took 232 years, but the penny

is dead ... the last ever penny was
minted Wednesday in Philadelphia.
President Trump started the
penny’s doomsday clock back

in February, when he ordered
Treasury Secretary Scott Bessent to
stop producing new pennies.

The clock ran out today when

the U.S. Mint in Philadelphia
produced the final pennies to go
into circulation ... the 1-cent coins
had been minted there since 1793,
the year after Congress passed the
Coinage Act.

Pennies are still considered legal
tender, but no new pennies will be
made ... and it’s mainly a financial
decision. A single penny costs about
3 cents to produce.

U.S. Treasurer Brandon Beach hit
the button to strike the final penny
Wednesday, declaring ... “God

bless America, and we’re going to
save the taxpayers $56 million.”
Discontinuing coins is a rarity ...
Beach says it hasn’t happened since
way back in 1857, when the half-
cent was done away with.

Abraham Lincoln’s been the face of
the penny since 1909 ... but when
the penny was born, Lady Liberty
graced one side of the coin.

The penny is finished, but it’s not
really going away ... at least not yet
... estimates say there are about 250
BILLION pennies still in circulation.

With the penny going the way of the
dodo bird, all eyes are now on the
nickel ... the 5-cent coin costs about
10 cents to produce.

HEGSETH DROPS
VIDEO OF ANOTHER
BOAT EXPLOSION
... SAYS 2
‘TERRORISTS’
KILLED

The Department of War has
ordered the destruction of
another boat allegedly carrying
“narco-terrorists” ... and Defense
Secretary Pete Hegseth released
video of the fatal strike on social
media.

Hegseth posted the clip
Wednesday morning ... explaining
in the caption the strike went
down Tuesday, and was carried
out on a boat operated by a
member of a “Designated Terrorist
Organization” -- though he doesn’t
specify which one -- cutting
through the water in the eastern
Pacific Ocean.

The video shows the boat moving
at a high speed ... before it’s
stopped abruptly by a barrage

of missiles. A massive fireball
engulfs the ship and burns atop
the water before the 23-second
clip ends. Hegseth says the vessel
was a known drug-smuggling
boat that U.S. intelligence officers
learned about ... and he says it
was “transiting along a known
narco-trafficking transit route, and
carrying narcotics.”

Two alleged “narco-terrorists”
were aboard the boat at the time
of the strike, Hegseth claims ...
and, they are now both dead.

No U.S. military personnel were
harmed in the attack.This is the
second time this week Hegseth
has shared video of these attacks
... releasing footage on Sunday of a
strike carried out last week which
killed multiple alleged members
of the Ejército de Liberacion
Nacional -- a far-left guerrilla
movement considered a DTO by
the U.S. At least eight boats have
now been blown up over the past
couple of months -- and at least 34
people have been killed in those
strikes, according to the Defense
Department -- rebranded by the
Trump Administration as the
Department of War.

Some U.S. politicians and public
observers have pushed back on
the legality of the strikes, and
questioned the evidence against
the targets. As with each action
so far, Hegseth made it clear the
military action was done with
the knowledge and support of
President Donald Trump.

OVER ITS RECENT
MASK BAN FOR
FEDERAL AGENTS -
LIVE

The Trump administration filed

a lawsuit on Monday challenging
California’s new laws that ban
federal officers from wearing
masks and requiring them to have
identification while operating in the
state.

The suit takes issue with what

the justice department described
as California’s “unconstitutional
attempt to regulate federal law
enforcement officers through the
so-called ‘No Secret Police Act’ and

‘No Vigilantes Act.”

“Law enforcement officers risk
their lives every day to keep
Americans safe, and they do not
deserve to be doxed or harassed
simply for carrying out their
duties,” the attorney general,

Pam Bondi, said in a statement.
“California’s anti-law enforcement
policies discriminate against

the federal government and are
designed to create risk for our
agents. These laws cannot stand.”
Federal officers conducting
immigration raids this year have
covered their faces and refused to
show identification to people they
detain.

California’s governor, Gavin
Newsom, signed laws in
September that his state the first to
ban most law enforcement officers,
including federal immigration
agents, from covering their faces
while conducting official business.

The law ban neck gaiters,

ski masks and other facial
coverings for local and federal
officers, including immigration
enforcement agents. It makes
exceptions for undercover agents,
protective equipment like N95
masks or tactical gear, and does
not apply to state police.

Newsom also signed legislation
requiring law enforcement

officers to wear clear identification
showing their agency and badge
number while on the job. The laws
require federal law enforcement
agencies to issue a visible
identification policy by 1 January
2026 and a mask policy by next
July.

The Board of Peace, which will be
led by President Trump, remains
the cornerstone of our effort.

We believe that the investment
that will follow adoption today
will revitalize Gaza’s economy,
providing Palestinians with an
opportunity instead of saddling
them with perpetual reliance on
aid.

We look forward to working
alongside the World Bank to that
end, as it supports Gaza’s long-
term redevelopment even as we
address the immediate and dire
humanitarian needs.

President Trump’s historic 20
Point Plan marked the beginning
of what will be a strong, stable,
and prosperous region united

in rejecting the path of violence,
hatred, and terror. Colleagues—
and I say this to the world—This
resolution today is just the
beginning.

And the adoption of this

resolution today demonstrates

the overwhelming support for the
President’s vision for a stable Gaza
where Palestinians determine their
own destiny, free from terrorist
rule and violence.

And under President Trump’s
bold leadership, the United States
will continue to deliver results,
alongside our many partners. We
will seize the opportunity today
to end decades of bloodshed and

make lasting peace a reality.

And we will work tirelessly with
our partners, as we have over the
last several months, to advance
this vision for a more stable and
prosperous Middle East.

TRUMP PULLING
OUT ALL THE STOPS
TO WELCOME SAUDI
CROWN PRINCE

FOR FIRST WHITE
HOUSE VISIT SINCE
KHASHOGGI KILLING

President Donald Trump is
planning to receive Saudi Arabia’s
powerful Crown Prince Mohammed
bin Salman at the White House on
Tuesday with all the trappings of a
state visit, sources familiar with the
matter said, including a welcome
ceremony in the morning and a
formal dinner in the evening,
“We’re more than meeting,” Trump
said late Friday as he flew to Florida
for the weekend. “We’re honoring
Saudi Arabia, the Crown Prince.”
While the White House has decided
to pull out all the stops, the visit
cannot be classified as an official
state visit as Prince bin Salman is
not Saudi Arabia’s head of state.
That position is occupied by his
89-year-old father, King Salman.
But the crown prince has assumed
almost all day-to-day responsibility
for ruling the kingdom, and attends
summits and other diplomatic
engagements as the country’s
leader.

On the eve of Prince bin Salman’s
first visit to the White House in
more than seven years, Trump
announced that the US would be
selling F-35 fighter jets to Saudi
Arabia — a controversial step that
could alter the military balance in
the Middle East. “They’ve been a
great ally,” Trump told reporters. “I
will say that we will be doing that.
We'll be selling F-35s.”

Trump has worked to cultivate

a close relationship with the
kingdom’s de facto ruler in the
hopes he will decide to establish
diplomatic ties with Israel, which
would be a major advancement of
the president’s signature Abraham
Accords — a longtime goal of the
president’s.

“The Abraham Accords will be a
part we’re going to be discussing,”
Trump said Friday. “I hope that
Saudi Arabia will be going into the
Abraham Accords fairly shortly.”

The prince last visited Washington
in 2018, months before the murder
of dissident journalist Jamal
Khashoggi at a Saudi consulate in
Turkey. A CIA assessment released
afterward found the prince had
likely ordered the assassination,
though he has long denied

any involvement. Hanan Elatr
Khashoggi, Khashoggi’s widow, told
CNN’s Jim Sciutto of the planned
White House meeting: “It’s very
painful for me. It will be better

if Jamal was here and receiving
the crown prince by himself and
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meet with him and share with him
his vision and mission, and all of
his ideas.” Trump never entirely
cut off ties with the crown prince
during his first term, though he
wasn’t invited back to the White
House. Even Trump’s successor
President Joe Biden, who vowed as
a candidate to make Saudi Arabia
a “pariah” for its human rights
record, visited Riyadh while in
office and fist bumped Prince bin
Salman.

With Tuesday’s visit, any
semblance of a rupture in US-Saudi
ties appears to have disappeared.
The plans include a welcome
ceremony involving military bands,
a bilateral meeting in the Oval
Office and a black-tie dinner in the
evening.

The first tranche of invitations were
sent out earlier this month and the
guest list includes largely chief
executives, as well as lawmakers
and governors — some of whom
Trump himself called to invite to
the dinner, people familiar with
the plans said. The event is being
coordinated by first lady Melania
Trump, as all state visits are
planned through the first lady’s
office.

Trump has yet to hold a state

visit in his second term, which

is typically put on as a sign of
friendship and to display the close
relationship the US shares with

its allies, during his second term.
Trump broke with tradition during
his first administration by opting
not to hold a state dinner during
his first year in office, though he
went on to host the president

of France and prime minister

of Australia in 2018 and 2019
respectively. “President Trump
looks forward to welcoming Crown
Prince Mohammed bin Salman Al
Saud to the White House, where
the two leaders will participate in
an official working visit,” a White
House official said in a statement to
CNN. “We will not get ahead of the
President on conversations that are
occurring ahead of time.”

Saudi Arabia is also planning an
investment summit to coincide
with the crown prince’s trip to
Washington. The event at the
Kennedy Center, a day after the
White House visit, is intended

to link up American and Saudi
business leaders for financial
opportunities.

In May, Trump visited Saudi Arabia
for the first state visit of his second
term and was welcomed with
elaborate pageantry, including a
fighter jet escort, an honor guard
with golden swords and a fleet of
Arabian horses accompanying
his limousine. The president has
sought to deepen ties to other Gulf
states during his tenure, including
Qatar and the United Arab
Emirates.

Before the May stop, Saudi Arabia

promised to invest $600 billion in
the United States. Trump brought
several American executives with
him to Riyadh, and signed several
agreements. Many have yet to be
fully implemented.

Ahead of Tuesday’s meetings, US
and Saudi officials were working
to finalize agreements on defense
and security cooperation, a US
official said.

Riyadh has long sought the F-35s,
one of the most advanced military
jets in the world. But Israel — the
only country in the Middle East
with the jets — is worried about
maintaining its military edge.
Congress could block export
licenses for the F-35s to Saudi
Arabia, though it’s unusual.

Discussions about normalizing
relations with Israel

Atop Trump’s agenda will be

a discussion of Saudi Arabia
normalizing relations with Israel,

a step he believes is within reach
after he helped broker a ceasefire
in the Israel-Hamas war in Gaza.
The October 7, 2023, terror

attack in Israel, and the war that
followed, largely put on hold the
normalization discussions that
began during Trump’s first term
and advanced during Biden’s.

A framework being discussed
before the attacks would include

a US defense treaty with Saudi
Arabia and help building a civilian
nuclear program in exchange for
establishing diplomatic relations
with Israel.

Bide and many of his top aides
have said they believe the October
7 attack was intended, in part, to
obstruct the normalization talks.
Now that a ceasefire is in place,
Trump believes a deal can be
quickly reached.

“I hope to see Saudi Arabia go in,
and I hope to see others go in,”
Trump told Fox News last month. “I
think they’re going to all go in very
soon.”

Still, some hurdles remain in
getting the crown prince on board.
While he and Trump are expected
to sign a defense cooperation
agreement Tuesday, it falls short

of the treaty under discussion in
earlier phases of normalization
discussions, the US official said.

A formal treaty would require
congressional approval. Saudi
Arabia has also said a condition

to normalizing ties with Israel is

a “credible” and “irreversible”
pathway to Palestinian statehood,
which the Gaza plan Trump helped
broker stops short of providing.

And for Saudi Arabia, another
issue is high on the agenda — the
stability of Sudan, which it views
as critical for its own security,
believing that only Trump can stop
external support for the civil war
there.

But American officials are
nonetheless hopeful about making
progress on the normalization
issue during Tuesday’s meeting,
One of the architects of the
Abraham Accords, Trump’s son-
in-law Jared Kushner, visited
Riyadh last week for talks with the
crown prince ahead of Tuesday’s
meeting, a White House official
and a person familiar with the
matter said. Kushner has long

had a close, personal relationship

with the Saudi prince, and has
been deployed several times in
recent months to use his ties to
Mideast leaders to help lay the
groundwork for Trump’s agenda
and build upon the Abraham
Accords.

US president said ‘we’ll work
something out’ in reference to
meeting with the New York City
mayor-elect

Donald Trump has signaled

he may soon meet with New
York City’s mayor-elect Zohran
Mamdani, telling reporters that
Mamdani “would like to meet
with us”, adding that “we’ll work
something out” — despite trading
sharp words for each other
previously.

“He would like to come to
Washington and meet, and we’ll
work something out,” the US
president said late on Sunday,
referring to Mamdani, the 34-year-
old democratic socialist and
former state assemblymember
who won the New York City
mayoral election earlier this
month.

“We want to see everything work
out well for New York.”

On Monday afternoon, Mamdani
confirmed his team had reached
out to the White House “to fulfill

a commitment I made to New
Yorkers over the course of this
campaign, a commitment that
showed a willingness to meet with
anyone and everyone, so long as
it was to the benefit of the eight
and a half million people that call
the city their home, and so long
as it would help to address the
affordability crisis that is pushing
so many of them out of the city™.

“We are seeing his actions and
that of his administration in
Washington leading to the exact
opposite effect for New Yorkers
and [ will go to make the case

to the president and to anyone,
frankly, that these are the kinds

of things we need to change if we
want to make it easier for New
Yorkers and for Americans to
afford the day to day necessities of
their life,” Mamdani added.

In an interview last week with
NBC, Mamdani had said he
planned to contact the White
House as he prepares to take office
“because this is a relationship that
will be critical to the success of the
city™.

“I will be proactive in the work
that I do,” Mamdani said. “And

I think that is because of the
responsibility that I hold to eight

\

and a half million people of being
their mayor, it is important that you
are open to working with anyone,
no matter what disagreements you
may have.” Asked what he would
tell Trump, Mamdani said he would
say: “I'm here to work for the benefit
of everyone that calls this city home,
and wherever there is a possibility
for working together towards that
end, I'm ready, and if it’s to the
expense of those New Yorkers, I will
fight it.”

The potential meeting between
Trump and Mamdani comes

as Trump frequently criticized

and attacked Mamdani during

his campaign, calling him a
“communist lunatic”, threatening to
pull federal funding from the city

if he won, and even suggesting the
possibility of stripping Mamdani,
who was born in Uganda and later
naturalized as a US citizen, of his
citizenship - a threat that Mamdani
condemned as not just “an attack
on our democracy but an attempt
to send a message to every New
Yorker who refuses to hide in the
shadows: if you speak up, they will
come for you™.

Trump also endorsed Mamdani’s
opponent, former New York
governor Andrew Cuomo, who
ran an independent campaign for
mayor, after losing the Democratic
primary to Mamdani.

Throughout the race, Mamdani
forcefully criticized Trump

and his policies, including his
administration’s immigration
crackdown.

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SYRIA'S JIHADIST-
TURNED-
PRESIDENT CAPS
EXTRAORDINARY
TRANSFORMATION
WITH WHITE HOUSE
VISIT

Less than a year after his lightning
power grab, Syria’s president is capping
his transformation from jihadist to
global statesman in a historic visit to the
White House that says as much about
the young leader as it does his push for
his country’s diplomatic reinvention.
Ahmed Al-Sharaa’s meeting on Monday
— the first ever visit to the White House
by a Syrian head of state - is his 20th
foreign trip since appointing himself

as president of Syria in January, and

his second visit to the United States,
following his attendance of the United
Nations General Assembly in New York
in September.

But this meeting was the most high-
profile and high stakes yet, a once-
unthinkable encounter between the US
commander-in-chief and a man who has
faced American forces on the battlefield.

“He’s a very strong leader,” US President
Donald Trump told reporters in the Oval
Office following Monday’s visit, adding:
“He comes from a very tough place, and
he’s a tough guy. I like him. I get along
with him ... and we’ll do everything we
can to make Syria successful.”

It’s not the first time Trump has praised
the Syrian leader. In May, after a brief
meeting brokered by Saudi Crown
Prince Mohammed bin Salman, Trump
hailed the 43-year-old Syrian leader as
a “young, attractive guy” with a “very
strong past,” and ordered the lifting of
some of the crippling US sanctions on
Syria, a country that for decades had
been firmly aligned with key American
foes Russia and Iran.

On Monday, the US extended its pause
on most sanctions for another 180 days.
However, the most stringent sanctions
on Damascus remain and cannot

be fully lifted without congressional
approval. Al-Sharaa’s immediate

goal in Washington was to push for
their removal while urging Trump to
pressure Israel to halt attacks on Syria
and withdraw its troops from the south
of the country.

His broader objective, reflected

in his extensive global travel, is to
reverse Syria’s isolation, a legacy

of the previous regime that left the
country economically devasted and
diplomatically shackled to a narrow
axis of allies. Against this backdrop,

the White House visit carries profound
symbolic weight. Al-Sharaa played
basketball with top US military officials
after arriving in Washington on Sunday.
But in his early twenties, he encountered
the US as an enemy, joining Islamist
insurgents battling American forces

in Iraq. Captured and later released,

he crossed into Syria in 2011 and
established an Al-Qaeda-backed rebel
army to fight forces loyal to then-
President Bashar Al Assad.

Trump nodded to Al-Sharaa’s
multilayered past on Monday, saying:
“We’ve all had rough pasts, but he has
had a rough past. And I think, frankly,
if you didn’t have a rough past, you
wouldn’t have a chance.”

Speaking to CNN last December, Al-
Sharaa said he had gone through
episodes of transformation through

the years. Using his nom de guerre,
he said: “A person in their twenties
will have a different personality than
someone in their thirties or forties,
and certainly someone in their fifties.
This is human nature.”

Monday’s visit demonstrated that
shift: Syria is expected to announce
that it is joining the Global Coalition
to Defeat ISIS, a senior Trump
administration official said, making
Syria the 90th member of the D-ISIS
Coalition.

Al-Sharaa’s Syria will partner with
the US “to eliminate ISIS remnants
and halt foreign fighter flows,” the
official said, adding that the visit

is focused on “counterterrorism
cooperation, economic development,
and advancing regional peace and
security.” After more than a decade
of a brutal conflict against Assad’s
autocratic regime, Al-Sharaa ended
Syria’s long-stalemated civil war by
launching a surprise offensive that
swiftly toppled the 53-year Assad
dynasty, an Arab relic of the Cold
War.

In their decades of power, the
Assads aligned Damascus firmly
with Moscow, relying on aid,

arms and unwavering diplomatic
backing. In Hafez al-Assad’s first full
year in power in 1971, the Soviet
Union established its strategic
Mediterranean naval base in the
Syrian city of Tartus. And it was
Russian President Vladimir Putin’s
decisive military intervention in
2015 that enabled Bashar al-Assad to
survive the civil war.

The Russians, who killed scores of
Syrians during their campaign to
keep Assad in power, continue to
retain control of their military base in
Tartus even after Assad’s fall. And last
month, Al-Sharaa visited Moscow to
meet Putin.

As he has sought to build ties with
Western nations, Al-Sharaa has been
careful not to antagonize Moscow.

“Engaging in a conflict with Russia
right now would be too costly

with Syria, nor would it be in the
country’s interest,” Al-Sharaa told
CBS’ “60 Minutes” in an interview
aired in October. Once sanctioned
for terrorism by the West, the leader
now appears to be on a global
diplomatic charm offensive, bolstered
by aggressive lobbying from regional
heavyweights Saudi Arabia and
Turkey, US allies eager to fill a power
and economic vacuumn left by Iran
and Russia.

For the US, Syria represents both a
strategic prize and a significant risk
as neighboring Lebanon spirals into
instability and Iraq remains a fertile
ground for Iran’s proxy militias.

“The US is taking a large gamble on
Ahmed Al-Sharaa and Syria,” Joshua
Landis, director of the Center for

Middle East Studies at the University
of Oklahoma, told CNN. “As (US)
Ambassador (Tom) Barrack has
stated numerous times, the US has no
alternatives. Lebanon is a failed state
according to his assessment. Iraq is
deeply penetrated by pro-Iranian
militias,” he added.

And despite a clear westward
outlook, the former jihadist leader
remains adamant on balancing Syria’s
foreign policy away from conflict

in an increasingly polarized world

- a policy now followed by several
developing nations worldwide.

“In this new era, one doesn’t align
completely with any side. We saw that
with (Al-Sharaa’s) visit with Putin, who
is an active ally with the Assad regime
.. and you see that with diplomacy

on behalf of the Syrian government
globally,” Natasha Hall, a senior
associate at the Center for Strategic
and International Studies (CSIS) said.

OHIO’S ECONOMIC
FUTURE IS HAZY,
BUT A RECESSION
MIGHT BE LOOMING,
FED SURVEY
INDICATES

One measure used by the Federal
Reserve Bank of Cleveland says there’s
a 24% chance that the U.S. economy
was in recession last month. But the
bank warns that the measure has
become less reliable in recent years.
Even so, signs are mounting that if the
economy isn’t already in recession, it
could be soon, with major banks this
fall indicating high odds of it.

The Cleveland Fed and 11 other
regions conduct surveys on regional
economic conditions eight times

a year by questioning businesses,
community organizations, economists,
and other sources for its Beige Book.
The findings from all 12 regions are
used by the Federal Open Market
Committee as it sets monetary policy,
in part by establishing key interest
rates.

The region represented by the
Cleveland Fed includes all of Ohio and
adjacent parts of Pennsylvania, West
Virginia and Kentucky.

In its Beige Book report published last
month, respondents told the Cleveland
Fed that President Donald Trump’s
shifting array of tariffs are increasing
their costs and forcing them to raise
prices.

The reserve bank this week reported
that a model using data from the
Beige Book found that there was a
nearly one-in-four chance that the
national economy was already in
recession as of last month. However, it
accompanied that with new research
showing that the model’s track record
had gotten significantly worse since
2021, after a global pandemic took
hold.

“We attribute this to the historically
unusual nature of the post-pandemic
economic expansion and to changes
in the drivers of regional economic
sentiment,” the report said.

Even so, economic warning signs for
Ohio appear to be piling up.

Ohioans’ credit card debt is rising
faster than in all but four other states,
WalletHub reports.

And the Buckeye State again had the
nation’s fifth-highest unemployment
in August, despite years of spending
billions on taxpayer-financed
incentives to attract jobs.

Yahoo Finance this week reported
that hiring across the country “has
dramatically slowed.”

And a Harris Poll conducted for
Bloomberg News in late October found
that 55% of Americans are worried
about losing their jobs.

That’s not a great sign for a consumer-
driven economy as we head into the
holiday shopping season.

The news organization Reuters

last week reported that, amid the
government shutdown, consumer
sentiment hit a three-and-a-half year
low. And inflation has been on the rise
since April.

There are also concerns that the
deregulatory zeal of the current
administration could produce a result
even worse than the meltdowns that
paralyzed the economy in 2008 and
created the Great Recession.

William A. Birdthistle, a top official
at the U.S. Securities and Exchange
Commission under former President
Joe Biden, last week published a
column in the New York Times. It was
titled “Trump is Pushing us Toward
a Crash. It Could be 1929 All Over
Again.”

The reality might not be as bad as all
that, but major banks in September
predicted high odds of a recession.

And some experts raised fears that the
Trump tariffs could feed “stagflation”
— a period of high inflation and weak
economic growth.

As the Cleveland Fed report indicates,
it can be devilishly hard to know if
we’re currently in a recession, much
less predict whether one is coming.
But the New York Times last week
reported that some members of the
Trump administration are saying some
parts of the economy are already in
recession, as they pressure the Federal
Reserve to again lower interest rates.

OHIO’S GOP
LAWMAKERS
WANT MORE CHILD
LABOR. WILL GOV.
DEWINE STOP
THEM?

CLEVELAND, Ohio -- Most of us can
still remember what it felt like to be a
teenager trying to balance it all.

We juggled schoolwork that never
seemed to end, sports or band
practice that stretched late into the
afternoon, a social life, and—if we were
lucky—a part-time job that helped pay
for gas, a movie ticket or the college
fund we hoped would carry us out
into the world. Those jobs mattered.
They taught us how to show up, how
to follow through, how to contribute

to something bigger than ourselves.
But they were supposed to fit into the
puzzle of a well-rounded life — not
overwhelm it. A teenager’s job was
never meant to come at the expense of
homework or the time every kid needs
to figure out who they are.
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But apparently the Republicans
pushing Senate Bill 50 in Columbus
remember none of that. Or, more
likely, they simply don’t care. When
they look at Ohio’s kids, they don’t see
students with developing brains, who
are navigating pressures we never
had to face. They see a labor market
solution — a cheap, compliant
workforce that, by law, can be paid
$7.25 an hour and pushed deeper
into the night to prop up businesses
that don’t want to raise wages.

And they’re willing to grind kids
down to make it happen.

SB 50 would allow 14- and 15-year-
olds to work until 9 p.m. every night
of the school year, two hours later
than state law currently allows. So,
the same children who aren’t old
enough to drive a car or see certain
movies without parental supervision
could now close restaurants on
school nights, just because they are
easier to exploit than adults who
expect fair compensation.

Its supporters insist it’s about
instilling a work ethic, about giving
kids “opportunity.” But nothing about
SB 50 is designed to build character.
It’s about economics. Very cold, very
simple economics.

Ohio allows employers to pay

young teens the federal minimum
wage—well below the state’s

$10.70 minimum for older workers.
Extending work hours for these kids
gives businesses even more incentive
to hire the youngest, cheapest, most
vulnerable workers they can find.
And it leaves young people who want
to preserve balance in their lives at

a disadvantage. If a restaurant can
choose between a 156-year-old willing
to close until 9 p.m. for $7.25 an

hour and one who can’t—or whose
family refuses to let them—who do
you think gets the job? Across the
country, a coordinated campaign—
funded by billionaire-backed groups
like the Foundation for Government
Accountability and Americans

for Prosperity—has pushed state
legislatures to dismantle child labor
protections piece by piece.

Iowa now lets 14-year-olds work in
industrial laundries and 15-year-
olds in light manufacturing, while
allowing these young workers to
clock six-hour shifts during the
school year. In 2022, New Hampshire
Gov. Chris Sununu signed legislation
allowing 16- and 17-year-olds to work
35 hours per week, up from 30, and
permitting 14-year-olds to work

in environments where alcohol is
served. Arkansas eliminated work
permits altogether, scrubbing away
one of the last safeguards verifying a
child’s age and parental consent.

As a result, child labor violations
have surged 472% since 2015.
Injuries among teen workers have
nearly doubled. Kids have even died
at work crushed under machinery or
pulled into industrial equipment.

Research also shows that when
teenagers work late on school nights,

their mental health and academics
take a measurable hit. Most teens
already sleep far less than the

8-10 hours their developing brains
require, and pushing their shifts to
9 p.m. only deepens a crisis linked
to depression, obesity, risk-taking
and even suicidal thoughts, not

to mention poor performance in
school.

Those who work more than 20
hours a week experience the
steepest declines—reporting higher
rates of substance use, delinquency
and far lower odds of graduating or
going to college.

And yet they passed this bill
anyway, even though the lawmakers
championing it are, overwhelmingly,
parents themselves.

That’s because it won’t be their kids
closing up fast-food restaurants

at 9 p.m. on school nights. No, this
policy isn’t meant for their children.
It’'s meant for the children of

families who already face economic
hardship — kids who need the
paycheck for groceries, who help
cover the electric bill, who don’t
have the privilege to say, “I need

to study instead.” This shameful,
exploitative bill has passed both the
Senate and House and now sits on
Gov. Mike DeWine’s desk, awaiting
his signature.

DeWine has built much of his
political identity on being the

leader who cares about children.

He has spoken passionately about
infant mortality, child protective
services, early childhood education
and protecting kids from harmful
substances, even pushing to regulate
intoxicating hemp products that look
like candy. But for all that rhetoric,
Ohio has made frustratingly little
progress in improving life for its
youngest citizens — a gap that raises
real questions about how much

of that agenda has translated into
results.

If DeWine is to salvage his legacy, he
should veto Senate Bill 50.

The fact is — and the governor
knows it — teenagers do not need
an extra two hours behind a fryer
or cash register on a school night to
learn a work ethic. They need sleep.
They need time to finish homework.
And most importantly, they need
adults in their corner, who will fight
for their right to be safe, healthy and
prepared for their futures.

The answer to Ohio’s worker
shortage isn’t feeding our kids into

a greedy and exploitative labor
market that sees them only as

spare parts. It’s creating jobs with
fair wages and decent working
conditions that attract adult
employees, who don’t have an
algebra test in the morning.

4 BIG PROPERTY
TAX CHANGES
THAT COULD HIT
YOUR BILL IN 2026
NEARING APPROVAL

COLUMBUS, Ohio -- Four major
property tax bills could hit Gov. Mike
DeWine’s desk this week and reshape
how every Ohio homeowner pays for
schools, police and parks next year.

These bills represent “the most
impactful legislation probably in the
last 50 years, maybe in the last 80 or
90 years,” Rep. Bill Roemer, a Summit

County Republican, said. The four-bill
package would change how taxes
rise when property values go up, let
officials cut back levies that bring in
“too much money,” and overhaul how
schools collect local taxes.

But lawmakers must move quickly

if they want those changes on next
year’s tax bills. County treasurers

say it’s already too late to change
January’s bills, and the window to
affect June is closing,.

“We are 100% behind tax reform.
People need the relief. Just the
timeline doesn’t seem to make sense,”
said Katherine Kelich, incoming
president of the County Treasurer
Association of Ohio.

The House has already approved all
four bills, and the Senate is expected
to vote on them Wednesday. The bills
then would go to DeWine, who could
sign them into law.

Here’s what they would do:

Slowing tax increases for everyone
House Bill 335 would limit a part

of your property tax bill that rises
without your vote. This part is called
“inside millage.”

It’'s an amount the Ohio Constitution
lets local governments collect
automatically. When home values

go up, inside millage brings in more
money even if tax rates stay the same.
That’s because taxes are based on a
percentage of your property’s value
— so when your value rises, you owe
more, even if the rate never changes.
In the 1970s, lawmakers tried to
protect homeowners from these
“unvoted increases” by preventing
levies from collecting more money
than voters approved. When property
values rose, the tax rate dropped to
keep bills roughly the same.

But inside millage was an exception.

It kept collecting extra money as
home values climbed. That gap is one
reason tax bills have jumped so fast in
some counties.

HB 335 would close that loophole by
capping how much inside millage can
grow each year to the rate of inflation.
Supporters say this will save
homeowners real money in the
coming years. But local governments
warn it could also cut deep into their
budgets, because the state is not
offering new money to replace the lost
revenue. State budget analysts say the
inflation cap would cut inside millage
revenue by up to $135 million in 2026,
$250 million in 2027, and $378 million
in 2028.

Shrinking school taxes

School taxes make up the largest
share of most Ohio property tax bills,
and House Bill 186 would limit how
they rise.

State law sets a minimum school
tax rate called the 20-mill floor, and
districts can’t go below it without
risking state funding.

That means it’s another loophole like
inside millage where your taxes rise
in step with your home’s value.

About 78% of Ohio school districts
are on the floor, according to the
Legislative Services Commission,
though most major urban and
suburban schools are not. (More than
70% of Ohio’s school districts are
classified as rural or small town.)

HB 186 would cap future increases
for those districts at the rate of
inflation and refund homeowners
for “overpayments” from the last two
years.

This would save Ohioans about $1.7
billion over three years, or roughly
$128 per household next year,
according to LSC.

School leaders said that money was
already built into their budgets, so
lawmakers added a one-time “glide

path.”

Ohio will cancel its August 2026 sales-

tax holiday and send $360 million to

schools next year, plus another $105
million the following year.

How school levies get counted
House Bill 129 would change the math

behind the 20-mill floor.

Right now, some school levies —
especially emergency and substitute
levies — don’t count toward that
20-mill minimum, meaning you can
collect them and still be on the floor.
HB 129 would start counting those
levies in that calculation.

About 180 school districts would rise

off the floor, according to LSC.
Reducing “excess” revenue
House Bill 309 would give county

budget commissions new powers to

lower property taxes.
Today, these commissions ensure that

tax rates follow state law. But under HB

309, they could reduce levies passed

by voters if they met the following

criteria:

CONGRESS IS SET
TO BAN HEMP. OHIO
MAY NOT COMPLY.

COLUMBUS, Ohio - Ohio leaders are
debating whether or not to comply
with an expected federal ban on
“intoxicating hemp” products.

“It’s not fair,” said Meredith Farrow,
owner of hemp business Clean
Remedies in Avon.

As the federal government shutdown
looks like it’s coming to an end, hemp
sellers like Farrow were surprised by
the Senate. When voting to open the
government, policymakers closed a
loophole created in the 2018 Farm

Bill, which allowed for low-level THC
products to be sold without regulation.
Congress’s Agriculture Improvement
Act of 2018 (Farm Bill) allowed for
hemp products to be sold as long as
they have .3% THC or less. U.S. Customs
and Border Protection issued guidance
on their website that under the law, the
Drug Enforcement Administration no
longer has the authority to seize and
criminalize sending or buying seeds
with less than .3% THC. In 2019, Ohio
legalized the product, as well.

“It would put all my employees out

of business and me out of business -
and our hundreds and hundreds and
hundreds, thousands and thousands of
customers that rely on this daily, they
would be in a lurch,” Farrow said.

Just last month, Gov. Mike DeWine
signed a temporary ban on hemp that
gets users high. The THC products
can look like candy, and they’re sold

at places like gas stations and smoke
shops with no age limits.
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But a judge temporarily blocked
DeWine’s executive order.

“If I kind of knew, I could make a
decision and pivot,” Farrow said. “But
being in limbo is the worst place to be,”
State Rep. Tex Fischer (R-Boardman)
has been leading the charge to protect
hemp products, and he said Congress
threw a wrench in his plans.

“We're still trying to figure out how

to implement what’s going on at the
federal level, so I think that maybe
pumped the brakes a little bit - while
we try to figure out how to proceed
based on that,” Fischer said.

But marijuana industry legal expert
Jonathan Adler explained that the
federal policy doesn’t have to impact
Ohio sellers. Hemp policy will likely

be dealt with on a state level, like
marijuana, he said.

“While marijuana is illegal for purposes
of federal law, the federal government
doesn’t have the resources, doesn’t
have the personnel to go after
individual retailers, individual buyers,
let alone individual users,” Adler said.
Adrienne Robbins with the Ohio
Cannabis Coalition supports legal
marijuana, but is anti-hemp. She said
that the ban should be enforced in
Onio.

“We think this is an issue of public
health for both adults and children,

to be clear, when it comes to these
unregulated products,” Robbins said.
But if we aren’t enforcing federal law
with marijuana...

“Should we be enforcing it with hemp?”
[ asked House Speaker Matt Huffman
(R-Lima).

“It's a good question, in fact, a couple

of people asked that today,” Huffman
responded. “Well, we can do whatever
we want regarding hemp... Now, are
we going to go around and start cuffing
17-year-old clerks at gas stations? No,
but we’ve got to get this thing in shape.”
Huffman has never been a fan of the
product or of cannabis, but he said he
has lost this fight - and it needs to be
regulated in some way.

“I think that THC products should be
sold the same way like we do with all
alcohol products now... I think [a federal
ban] changes the discussion that we're
having now, because with the federal
action, there’s no legal way that these
folks can operate where they are right
now.”

Still, he acknowledged that THC
drinks are very popular and likely will
continue to be allowed regardless.
And before Ohio can start evaluating,
the leaders’ eyes are on DC.

OHIO GOP

COLUMBUS, Ohio - Despite Ohioans
overwhelmingly protecting access
to abortion, Republican lawmakers
are moving to restrict the procedure
by ending telehealth prescriptions
and mail-order pills. The sponsors
say they aren’t specifically targeting
abortion, but the increase in drugs
available through the mail.

Issue 1 passed in Nov. 2023, 57-43%,
enshrining reproductive rights

into the state constitution. It says
Ohioans have the right to make
their own decisions about abortion,
contraception, fertility treatment,
miscarriage care and continuing
pregnancy. The state is prohibited
from interfering with or penalizing
someone for exercising this right.
Since 2024, the state’s 13 abortion
clinics have been able to prescribe
the abortion pill during video visits
with patients, and even mail it
directly to homes.

At the Northeast Ohio Women’s
Center, Dr. David Burkons says
two-thirds of his patients have

a medication abortion, versus a
surgical one.

“People don’t have to say, ‘Well, I have
to take off work to go to the clinic.

I can get it by mail. I can do this
when [ want to,” Burkons said.

“Mail-order medications have
become much more commonplace,
and this is a good, common-sense,
generally applicable bill,” state Rep.

Craig (R-Smithville) introduced
House Bill 324, which would
prevent mail-order prescriptions
and telehealth appointments for
medications that cause “severe
adverse effects” in more than 5% of
users.

Anti-abortion groups that testified
in support of the bill cite a study
done by a right-wing think tank that
lists Mifepristone, the most common
abortion medication, as having
severe impacts on 10% of patients.
“If these medications are sending any
patients to the hospital with sepsis,
organ failure at a rate of one out of
20 patients, then I think that should

be the cause of concern, whatever the
medication may be used for,” Mathews
said.

Burkons points to plenty of studies,
including data from the American
College of Obstetricians and
Gynecologists, that state the meds are
safe. The legislation is unconstitutional,
he added.

WHAT IS THE 6-7
TREND AND WHY
DID IT GO VIRAL

If children have suddenly begun
shouting “6-7!” in class, at home, or
during playtime, they are part of

one of 2025’s biggest viral fads. The
“6-7” trend has taken over TikTok

and Instagram Reels, spreading so
widely that some schools have begun
restricting or banning it.

While the chant might appear harmless
and nonsensical, its popularity offers
valuable insight into how social media
influences children’s group behavior,
emotional expression, and sense of
belonging, which LifeStance Health
explores here.

What is the ‘6-7” Trend?

The phrase “6-7” (also seen as 67 or 6.,7)
originated from the song “Doot Doot

(6 7),” by Skrilla, which was featured

in basketball highlight clips of LaMelo
Ball, who stands 6-foot-7-inches tall. The
meme went viral after Overtime Elite
player Taylen “TK” Kinney and a young
fan known as “the 67 Kid” popularized
it through exaggerated gestures and
chants during games.

Sincethen, the trend has spread

among elementary and middle school
students, becoming a kind of social
signal. Shouting “6-7” serves as a
playful way for kids to feel connected
with a shared inside joke understood
across classrooms, playgrounds, and
even continents. Why the ‘6-7” Trend
Captivates Kids

Children’s fascination with “6-7” reflects
how digital platforms amplify peer
connection. What has changed in
recent years is not that kids imitate one
another-they always have-but that
their social networks now operate on a
global scale.

Social media allows ideas to spread
instantly, transforming a local chant
into a worldwide phenomenon. The
emotional hook is belonging, not
content. For kids, being part of a shared
trend provides an immediate sense of
community and validation.

Is the ‘6-7” Trend Harmful?

Children are naturally wired to
observe, imitate, and absorb their
surroundings. They pick up on
behaviors, phrases, and attitudes,
some positive, some simply annoying.
This process of mimicry is part of how
humans learn and socialize. From a
developmental perspective, the “6-7”
chant itself is not inherently harmful.
Every generation has experienced
similar moments of collective silliness.
Before the social media era, a catchy
song or chant could have a similar
impact on school-age children when
they were swept up by a popular tune,
dance, or playground trend. These
fads often appeared in schools across
the nation, spreading organically long
before the internet made such moments
instant and global. A great example
was the playful chant “Sardines... hey!
Pork and beans... hey!” performed

to a cha-cha rhythm, complete with
clapping and leg kicks. While the exact
origin is uncertain, it was widely sung
in various forms by children in different
regions. Some remember it as a camp

song; others recall it echoing through
neighborhood streets.

The enthusiasm sometimes grew so
strong that teachers and principals
had to intervene when students began
chanting or dancing in class instead

of focusing on lessons. What began as
harmless fun could quickly take over
an entire school day:.

In many ways, these earlier fads
mirrored today’s viral trends like “6-7.”
The difference lies in scale and speed.
What once unfolded gradually across
classrooms and playgrounds now
becomes a global movement within
days, amplified by the reach of social
media.

Overreaction or punishment can
intensify interest rather than reduce it.

Helpful approaches may include:

Stay calm: Respond with curiosity
rather than frustration.

Start conversations: Ask children what
they find appealing or funny about the
trend.
