How the Iran war is an economic world war

Countries across South Asia are
imposing emergency measures like
rationing energy, closing universities,
cutting short workweeks and even
changing the way crematoriums work
to deal with the fallout from the Iran
war.

Why it matters: Yes, the war is

raising gas prices for Americans and causing a political headache for President Donald Trump — but
it’s also creating a deeper crisis abroad that governments and businesses are scrambling to manage.

The big picture: It’s the latest global economic shock in a turbulent decade.

The 2020s have seen a pandemic, Russia’s invasion of Ukraine and the resulting inflation, and, more
recently, Trump’s “Liberation Day” tariffs, which rocked markets and panicked some countries.
Between the lines: The laws of supply and demand make the math fairly straightforward here: 20%
of the world’s oil and other energy products go through the Strait of Hormuz, and Iran has effectively
shuttered traffic.

When supply drops sharply and demand doesn’t change, prices go up and shortages result.
Governments do what they can to manage both supply (tapping oil reserves or restricting exports), as
well as demand — price controls, restrictions on working hours and even shutting down businesses
to conserve energy.

The disruption isn’t only about oil. Other crucial related products pass through the strait, including
diesel, jet fuel and liquefied petroleum gas, used for heating and cooking.

By the numbers: More than 80% of the oil and petroleum products moving through the strait went to
Asia in 2024.

By the end of this week, “we expect crude supply cuts to approach 12 million barrels a day, making
the deficit highly visible across physical markets,” JPMorgan commodities analysts wrote in a note
last week.

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NASA CONFIRMS
BOOM WAS
17,000-POUND
METEOR

(WJW) — A loud “boom” was
reported across Northeast Ohio
just before 9 a.m. on Tuesday.

People around Northeast Ohio
flooded the FOX 8 newsroom
with reports of what heard like a
“large explosion” lasting several
seconds and causing homes and
businesses to “shake.”

A meteor, sometimes called a
shooting star, is a space rock
that crashes through Earth’s
atmosphere, according to NASA.

Scott RudloskKi, a lightning
specialist with the weather
service, said detailed lightning
maps show an elongated flash,
where there were likely two
explosions over Northeast Ohio.
The first was when the meteor
first broke up about 27 miles
above Lake Erie while on a north-
to-south trajectory. The second
was heard and seen moments
later.

NASA said small pieces may have
landed somewhere in southern
Medina County.

Astronomer Jay Reynolds said
meteors crash into earth’s
atmosphere more than people
may realize.

“You may not hear them, but a
lot of times, they do fall and they
are recovered at some point,”
said Reynolds. “If it did hit, some
farmer will be able to tell us.
Unless it hit in the middle of some
forest, we may never know the
answer.”

Viewer reports of the “boom”
followed by a “rumble” came
from all corners of Northeast
Ohio. People as far as Cincinnati,
Pittsburgh and southeastern
Michigan reported hearing or
seeing the meteor to FOX 8 News.
The National Weather Service
in Pittsburgh shared video of the
fireball, taken by an employee.
In Northeast Ohio, Olmsted Falls
School District’s bus garage
cameras captured a bright light
streaking across the sky.

In an email to FOX 8 News,

one viewer wrote: “We are

in Sandusky, Ohio, and that
boom shook our house. Felt like
something hit the house. Thought
it was an electrical issue.”

Another wrote: “I live in Hartville,
Stark County & we felt the rumble
here. My dogs starting barking
right away, but it didn’t bother the
horses.”

DEWINE SIGNS

BILL BANNING OHIO
COMMUNITIES FROM
USING RANKED
CHOICE VOTING

Gov. Mike DeWine has signed a
bill banning communities from
adopting ranked choice voting,
which allows voters to sort and
vote for candidates in order of
preference instead of choosing
just one. While the bill was
bipartisan, a lot of Democrats
were opposed.

DeWine signed Senate Bill 63 into
law without making a statement.
But when the bill was debated

in the legislature, lawmakers on
both sides of the aisle had some
strong opinions about it.

“Banning ranked choice voting
ensures one person, one

vote,” said Rep. Ron Ferguson
(R-Wintersville) on the House
floor in February. “We aren’t
voting for three of four or five
people. We are voting for one
person.”

A few Democrats voted for the
bill, but most voted against it,
including Senate Minority Leader
Nickie Antonio (D-Lakewood),
who said she had a change of
heart on the matter as it went
through the legislative process.

“I believe that when I first voted
for the bill, Ohio wasn’t ready
for this kind of approach,”
Antonio said last week, noting
that she voted for the bill when
it first passed the Senate in May,
but now opposes a ban. “My
constituents are telling me they
are ready.”

SB 63 was sponsored by Sens.
Theresa Gavarone (R-Bowling
Green) and Bill DeMora
(D-Columbus).

Backers of ranked choice

voting have claimed it reduces
partisanship in elections and
gives voters more say. Only two
states currently use ranked
choice voting, but this law will
prevent local governments in
Ohio from using the process that
a few communities had been
considering.

Ohio is now among the 19 states
that have banned ranked choice
voting.

PENTAGON
IDENTIFIES 6
AIRMEN, INCLUDING
3 MEMBERS OF
OHIO AIR NATIONAL
GUARD, KILLED IN
CRASH OVER IRAQ

The Pentagon has identified the
six airmen who were killed as
part of a crash that happened
over Iraq during Operation Epic
Fury on Thursday.

Three of those who were killed

were serving in the Ohio Air
National Guard’s 121st Air
Refueling Wing at Rickenbacker
Air National Guard Base in
Columbus. The deceased
members of the Ohio Air
National Guard were identified
as 38-year-old Capt. Seth R.

Koval of Mooresville, Indiana,
30-year-old Capt. Curtis J. Angst
of Wilmington, Ohio, and 28-year-
old Tech. Sgt. Tyler H. Simmons of
Columbus, Ohio.

Additionally, three airmen of

the Air Force’s 6th Air Refueling

Wing that were based out of the

MacDill Air Force Base in Tampa
Bay, Florida, were also killed.

They have been identified as
33-year-old Maj. John A. Klinner
of Auburn, Alabama, 31-year-
old Capt. Ariana G. Savino of
Covington, Washington, and
34-year-old Tech. Sgt. Ashley B.
Pruitt of Bardstown, Kentucky.

Pruitt’s death marks the second
Kentuckian to be killed as part of
the U.S.-Iran war, after 26-year-
old Sgt. Benjamin N. Pennington
of Glendale was killed in a strike
on the Prince Sultan Air Base in
Saudi Arabia on March 1.

U.S. Central Command has
previously said that the crash
was not caused by either hostile
or friendly fire, but did not
elaborate further. Two planes
were reportedly involved during
the incident, with the plane
carrying the six identified airmen
the only one of the two to have
crashed.

The Pentagon says that the crash
remains under investigation.

On Saturday, Gov. Mike DeWine
ordered flags across Ohio to

be flown at half-staff until the
funerals of the three airmen are
held.

The casualties bring the U.S.
death toll to 13 as part of
Operation Epic Fury, which is
now stretching into its third
week.

VIVEK RAMASWAMY
DEALT DOUBLE
POLLING BLOW IN
OHIO GOVERNOR
RACE

Republican Vivek Ramaswamy
was dealt a double polling blow
in the Ohio gubernatorial race,
with another survey showing
Democrat Amy Acton with a lead
over him on Monday.

Why It Matters

Ohio, once a premier
battleground, voted for President
Donald Trump in each of his

three presidential bids. The
Buckeye State has steadily
drifted toward Republicans,
giving Trump a double-digit
victory last November against
then-Vice President Kamala
Harris. Ohio backed Trump
by about 11 points in 2024, a
rightward shift from his eight-
point victories in 2020 and
2016.

But Democrats are hoping to
make a comeback in Ohio in this
year’s Senate and gubernatorial
races as Trump’s declining
approval rating fuels optimism
about the midterms.

Acton, the former Ohio
Department of Health director
who helped manage the state’s
COVID-19 response, is viewed

as the Democrats’ presumptive
nominee. Ramaswamy, who rose
to national prominence when

he ran for president in 2024,

is viewed as the Republican
frontrunner.

What to Know

A Quantus Insights poll released
Monday gave Acton a slight lead
over Ramaswamy. She received
45.9 percent support in the poll,
compared to Ramaswamy’s 44.9
percent. It surveyed 809 likely
voters from March 13-14 and
had a margin of error of plus or
minus 3.8 percentage points.
“Neither candidate reaches the
fifty percent mark, a reminder
that the electorate remains

fluid eight months before the
election. In modern Ohio palitics,
races that begin within a point
or two during a competitive
environment often remain that
way well into the campaign
season,” the polling report reads.

It noted that the results “suggest
a state still open to persuasion
rather than firmly aligned
behind either party.”

It found that 47 percent of
Ohio voters approve of and 50
percent disapprove of Trump’s
job performance.

Just last week, a poll from the
Ohio Environmental Council
showed Ramaswamy trailing
Acton by 10 points. In that poll,
Acton received support from
53 percent of respondents,
while Ramaswamy received
support from 43 percent. It
surveyed 1,343 likely voters
from February 10-22 and had a
margin of error of plus or minus
2.7 percentage points.

Who Is Amy Acton?

Acton is a physician who was
appointed to lead the Ohio
Department of Health by Republican
Governor Mike DeWine in 2019.
During her tenure, she played a major
role in leading the state’s response to
the COVID-19 pandemic. She resigned
from that position in 2020 but
continued as a health adviser to the
governor. She has never held elected
office.

Who Is Vivek
Ramaswamy?

Ramaswamy ran for president as a
Republican in 2024. He struggled to
garner enough support to overtake
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Trump, but became a favorite among
many conservatives during his run. He
also gained national political attention
through his criticisms of “woke”
corporate culture.

Ramaswamy was also selected by
Trump to co-lead the Department
of Government Efficiency (DOGE)
upon his return to the White House
but ultimately stepped away from
the position in its early days, later
announcing his gubernatorial run.

What Do Other Ohio
Governor Race Polls Say?
An Emerson College poll from late 2025
showed Acton leading Ramaswamy by
a single point (46 to 45 percent). It had
surveyed 860 registered voters from
December 6- 8.

A Bowling Green State University/
YouGov poll, on the other hand, gave
Ramaswamy a 3-point lead over Acton
(60 to 47 percent). It surveyed 800
registered voters from October 2-14,
2025, and had a margin of error of plus
or minus 4.5 percentage points.

Ohio’s Rightward Shift
Ohio had shifted right in recent
cycles-Trump carried the state by
about 11 percentage points in 2024, an
improvement on his 2020 and 2016
performances in the state. He won Ohio
by about eight points in 2020 and 2016.
But former President Barack Obama
narrowly carried Ohio in 2008 and
2012. Tt has shifted as Trump performed
well among the state’s working class
voters.

Still, it has been competitive in recent
elections. Former Democrat Senator
Sherrod Brown won reelection in 2018.
He lost in 2024 by fewer than four
percentage points. Democrats hope
their candidates can improve on that in
a more favorable national environment
this November. Brown him-*self is
seeking a comeback in this year’s
Senate race.

What People Are Saying
Amy Acton wrote in a March 14 post

to X: “The problems we're facing

don’t care if you’re a democrat or a
republican - they’re just problems that
need to be fixed. I've worked across the
aisle to solve hard problems throughout
my career, and as governor, no

Ohioan, community, or concern will be
overlooked by me.”

Vivek Ramaswamy’s campaign wrote
in a March 12 press release: “Since
receiving President Donald Trump’s
endorsement on the first day of his
campaign and the Ohio Republican
Party’s endorsement in May 2025,
Vivek has built a broad coalition of
support from conservative lawmakers,
community leaders, labor unions, law
enforcement, and business leaders
across the state.”

What Happens Next
Forecasters give Republicans an
advantage in the race. Both the

Cook Political Report and Sabato’s
Crystal Ball classify the race as Likely
Republican.

Ohio’s primary is set for May 5, 2026.

$10,000 PER
COUNTY TO

BOOST ELECTION
CYBERSECURITY
AMID US WAR WITH
IRAN

Ohio is bolstering election security
with a $10,000 grant for each
county amid rising cyber threats
linked to the Iran war.

TOLEDO, Ohio — Ohio Secretary
of State Frank LaRose announced
a security directive on Tuesday
that provides every county with

a $10,000 grant to strengthen
protections at local polling
locations. The order comes in
response to a recent increase in
terror attacks across the nation
since the start of the U.S.-Iran war,
according to LaRose.

“This directive ensures our
cybersecurity defenses remain
strong so voters can continue to
have confidence in the integrity
of our elections,” LaRose said in a
statement.

The funding will support several
security upgrades, including
expanded network monitoring,
advanced threat-detection tools,
secure backups of critical data and
ongoing response drills for election
staff.

This year’s audit will also review
each county’s plan for responding
to any cyber incidents.

LaVera Scott, director of the Lucas

County Board of Elections, says the
renewed focus on cybersecurity is
necessary but not cause for alarm.

“Anytime we hear the word,
‘cyberattacks,” of course we're
going to be concerned,” she

said. Scott said staying vigilant

is key and Ohio election workers
complete state-required
cybersecurity training twice a year.

“Everybody should always be on
high notice,” she said.

While state officials focus on virtual
threats, some advocacy groups
point to additional concerns
heading into this year’s elections.

Ohio’s voter ID law, House Bill 458,
took effect in 2023 and requires
stricter forms of photo identification
at the polls.

The League of Women Voters of
Ohio said the change contributed
to a nearly fivefold increase in
rejected provisional ballots last
year.

“Participating in civic life should
bring pride and satisfaction, but
when we make it this hard, the
result is that many eligible voters
are unable to participate,” said
League of Women Voters of Ohio
spokesperson Elisabeth Warner.
For voters still uneasy about
election security, they should
get involved as a poll worker,
according to Scott.

“Seeing the safeguards and the
fact that we work in a bipartisan
fashion helps people understand
what actually happens on Election
Day,” she said.

IRANIAN SECURITY
CHIEF ALI LARIJANI
KILLED IN AIR
STRIKE

Israel says Iran’s top security
official, Ali Larijani, and the head
of the paramilitary Basij force,
Gholamreza Soleimani, have been
killed in Israeli air strikes.

“Larijani and the Basij
commander were eliminated last
night and have joined Khamenei,
the head of the annihilation
programme, along with all those
eliminated from the Axis of Evil
in the depths of hell,” Defence
Minister Israel Katz said.

Iranian authorities have
confirmed the deaths of both
men, as well as Larijani’s son and
bodyguards.

Larijani is the most senior Iranian
official to have been assassinated
since the Supreme Leader,
Ayatollah Ali Khamenei, was
killed on the first day of Israeli
and US strikes on 28 February.

They triggered a war that has
spread across the Middle East,
with Iran retaliating by launching
missiles and drones at Israel and
Arab states hosting US military
facilities.

The price of oil has surged,

with Iranian attacks forcing
production stoppages in Gulf
states and disrupting exports
through the vital Strait of Hormuz
waterway.

Iran’s Supreme National Security
Council (SNSC) confirmed early
on Wednesday local time that
Larijani had been killed alongside
his son, Morteza, and one of his
aides, as well as bodyguards.

“After a lifetime of struggle for the
advancement of Iran and of the
Islamic Revolution, he [Larijani]...
answered the call of God,” it said
in a statement that was read out
on state TV.

The announcement came several
hours after the Israel Defense
Forces (IDF) said its air force had
killed Larijani in a “precise strike”
near Tehran the night before.

“Following the elimination of
Khamenei, Larijani consolidated
his status as the de-facto leader
of the Iranian regime and led the
combuat efforts against the State
of Israel and countries across the
region,” the IDF said.

But later on Tuesday, Larijani’s
social media accounts posted an
undated, handwritten note that
state media said was written on
Tuesday.

The note praised the 84
“warriors” of the Iranian

navy, who were killed in a

US submarine attack on their
warship off the coast of Sri Lanka
this month. A ceremony was held
to honour the sailors on Tuesday
evening.

The Basij is a volunteer militia
whose estimated one million
members are often called out
onto the streets to use force to
suppress dissent. It is controlled
by the powerful IRGC.

“During internal protests in Iran,
particularly in recent periods

as demonstrations intensified,
Basij forces under Soleimani’s
command led the main repression
operations,” the IDF said.

The IDF also released video
footage showing what it said was
one of several air strikes targeting
Basij checkpoints across Tehran
on Tuesday.

Local media in Iran last week
reported that a number of
security personnel had been
killed in Israeli strikes on four
checkpoints in the capital.

Larijani was a former IRGC
commander, who rose to
prominence as head of Iran’s
state broadcaster, IRIB. He held
the position for 10 years before
becoming a security adviser to
Khamenei in 2004.

He also served as Iran’s chief
nuclear negotiator with the
West and as Speaker of Iran’s
parliament.

A former leader of the hardline
“principlist” faction - committed
to the ideological principles of
the Islamic revolution, Larijani
was described a “moderate
conservative” in later years.

He was appointed secretary

of the SNSC last August and is
thought to have overseen the
unprecedented crackdown by the
Basij and other security forces on

council, and was described
by Iranian news outlets as an
adviser to Khamenei.

Before the war, Khamenei
reportedly tasked Larijani with
devising a plan to ensure that the
Islamic Republic would survive

a major attack by Israel and the
US, including the assassination of
its leadership. After Khamenei’s
death, Larijani became an even
more powerful figure.

Although Khamenei’s son,
Moijtaba, was chosen as his
successor, he has not been seen
in public or appeared in any
recent photographs or videos
since the start of the war, having
reportedly been injured in the
Israeli strike that killed his father.

By contrast, Larijani regularly
responded to statements by US
President Donald Trump on
social media, and was filmed
walking with supporters of the
Islamic Republic at the Quds Day
demonstration in Tehran last
Friday.

While it is very difficult to contact
people in Iran because of an
internet shutdown imposed by
the authorities, Iranians opposed
to the establishment sent text
messages to BBC Persian
welcomed the news of the deaths.

“I think it was a very important
step because the decision-
making brains must be shut
down,” a man in his 30s from
Tehran said.

Another man, who lives in the
nearby city of Karaj, said: “When
they die, you might not believe

it, but I get so happy because
they’re criminals and have so

much blood on their hands.”

More than 1,300 people have
been killed in Israeli and US
strikes in Iran since the start of
the war, including 226 women
and 204 children, according to
the Iranian government.

In Israel, 12 people have been
killed in Iranian missile attacks,
authorities say.

Sirens sounded across the
country after Iranian forces
launched several missile
barrages on Tuesday. There were
reports of fires from impacts, but
Israel’s emergency services said
nobody was wounded.

In the United Arab Emirates,
authorities said debris from

an intercepted Iranian missile
killed a Pakistani national in Abu
Dhabi’s Bani Yas area. Oil loading
at the port of Fujairah was also
partly halted after a third drone
attack in four days.

TRUMP SLAMS
NATO ALLIES FOR
NOT JOINING IRAN
WAR EFFORT, SAYS
U.S. NEVER NEEDED
THEIR HELP

President Donald Trump on
Tuesday slammed the US. NATO
allies over their reluctance to get
involved in the Iran war, before
asserting that the U.S. does not
need any help with its ongoing
military operations.

The alliance of 32 European

and North American nations is
“making a very foolish mistake,”
Trump said in the Oval Office
during a meeting with the prime
minister of Ireland, which is not a
NATO member.

Trump, a longtime NATO critic
who has accused the organization
of taking advantage of the U.S.
spending and military strength,
called the members’ hesitance

to join the Iran war “a great test,
because we don’t need them, but
they should have been there.”

Trump has claimed in recent days
that numerous countries would
be joining a coalition to aid the
US. in Iran, including by helping
to secure the Strait of Hormuz, a
vital oil shipping route that has
been choked off amid the war.

He has called on “the Countries of
the World that receive Oil through
the Hormuz Strait” to “take care of
that passage.” But so far, no NATO
countries have firmly committed
to doing so.

In a Truth Social post earlier
Tuesday, Trump said he was “not
surprised” at NATO because he
views it as a “one way street — We
will protect them, but they will do
nothing for us.”

“Because of the fact that we have
had such Military Success, we
no longer ‘need. or desire, the

NATO Countries’ assistance — WE
NEVER DID!” Trump wrote.

Oil prices rose shortly after
Trump’s post, which cast doubt
on the prospect that a multistate
coalition will reopen the key
strait. Trump, in his Oval Office
remarks, also suggested that his
much-anticipated trip to China

to meet with President Xi Jinping
would take place in “about five or
six weeks.”

Trump was expected to depart for
the summit at the end of March,
but his administration signaled

in recent days that a delay was
likely.

The scheduling changes
coincided with new turbulence
between the two superpowers,
related to the war against Iran

— a major seller of oil to China —
and a new U.S. investigation into
Chinese trade practices.

IRAN EXPERT
SAYS TRUMP’S
‘WAR OF CHOICE'
HAS MORPHED
INTO A ‘WAR OF
NECESSITY’

Three weeks into the U.S. and
Israel’'s war with Iran, it remains
unclear how or when the conflict
might end. When asked by a
reporter on Sunday if he was
ready to declare victory, President
Trump responded, “no, I don’t
want to do that. There’s no reason
to.”

Karim Sadjadpour, a senior fellow
at the Carnegie Endowment

for International Peace, says

the president seems to have
underestimated Iran’s response
to the war. Sadjadpour notes
that Iran telegraphed from the
beginning that it planned to
regionalize the conflict. But, he
says, “President Trump said that
that took him by surprise when
Iran started to attack the Persian
Gulf countries or close down the
Strait of Hormuz.” I don’t think
President Trump, in his own
words frankly, understood what
he was getting into,” he adds.
Sadjadpour says the war with
Iran began as what he calls a
“war of choice” — meaning there
was no imminent threat that Iran
was about to acquire nuclear
weapons or launch missile strikes
on the US. or its partners. But
the calculus has since changed.
The Iranian government has
effectively closed the Strait of
Hormuz, a vital waterway through
which approximately 20% of the
world’s crude oil and natural gas
typically passes.

In addition, it’s unclear how much
power Iran’s newly appointed supreme
leader, Mojtaba Khamenei, actually
holds. Earlier today, Israel announced
that it had killed Ali Larijani, the head
of Iran’s Supreme National Security
Council. Larijani was expected to be a
close adviser to Khamenei.

“At a time when the regime’s survival is
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at stake, Larijani’s decades of domestic
and foreign policy experience make
his loss a significant blow,” Sadjadpour
reflects. “For a revolutionary regime
whose political ideology is premised
on martyrdom, the central question

is whether these assassinations will
ultimately extinguish the ideology or
help revive it”

Sadjadpour likens the inner functioning
of the Iranian regime to a black box:

“I’s inaccessible to us,” he says. “What
began as a war choice, in my view,

has actually morphed into a war of
necessity. I don’t think that President
Trump is going to simply be able to end
the war and claim victory.

Hotels in Mumbai are shutting down.
“It is like a second COVID-19 lockdown
for us,” the chairman of a popular
restaurant chain told Indian Express.
Pune, a city in India, temporarily
suspended gas-based cremations
because of restrictions on the use

of liquefied petroleum gas, asking
customers to use wood or electricity.
Zoom out: The countries and regions
that rely on imports for energy are in
the tightest spots.

While Asia’s impacts are most acute,
Europe is also facing the prospect of
rising gas prices, which would raise
electricity costs. The EU is considering
a gas price cap and other measures.
Japan this week started its largest-ever
oil release from its national reserves -
and effectively capped prices.

The intrigue: China might benefit from
this crisis long-term. It has a huge oil
reserve and can shift to using coal for
some production.

High oil prices, meanwhile, will be a
boon for its renewable energy industry.
The bottom line: “We are victims of

a war that is not of our choosing,”
Philippines President Ferdinand R.

Marcos Jr. said in a statement last week.

IF THE REGIME
SURVIVES: IRAN
WAR RAISES THE
ANTE FOR US,
ISRAEL

The United States and Israel both
hope for the grand prize: the
emergence of a new regime in Iran
to replace the Islamic Republic. For
the US, this would close the chapter
on a hostile and at times violent
relationship that has endured since
1979. For Israel, this would see the
end not only of a regime with a deep
ideological commitment against it
but also the foe that Israel sees as
behind all the fronts on which it has
fought since October 7, 2023.

A different regime in Iran, depending
on what form it takes, could also

be transformative for Iranians and
many others in the region, including
Lebanese, Iraqgis, and Yemenis.

And indeed, Iranians may replace
their regime in the coming months
or years in what would be a huge
payoff from the US-Israeli gamble.
But there is no guarantee of regime
change anytime soon. Repressive
regimes can survive for a long time,
and while war can destabilize their
hold on power, at other times it can
solidify it.

If that maximalist goal is not
achieved, Iran’s capabilities will be
dramatically reduced by this war,
but it will still have asymmetric
options at its disposal. Israel and
possibly the US may find themselves
turning to a new version of Israel’s
longstanding practice of forceful
containment, the periodic use of
force to degrade enemy capabilities,
while maintaining a credible threat
of far greater force to deter large-
scale retaliation. Both elements
were crucial for this practice: the
ability to effectively hit limited,
high-value targets through quality
intelligence and strike capabilities,
and the credible threat of far worse
force should the enemy retaliate.
This was sometimes grimly called
“mowing the grass.” A weakened
Iran would pose less of a threat, but
containment would also likely be
more complicated in the wake of the
current US-Israeli campaign against
Iran’s regime - the down side of that
same gamble.

Before October 7, 2023, Israel
employed this forceful, but limited,
containment approach on multiple
fronts, most notably against Hamas
in Gaza but also in Lebanon, to
disrupt Iranian efforts to arm
Hizballah. Dubbed “the campaign
between the wars,” these operations
cumulatively involved over a
thousand airstrikes between 2017
and 2022 alone, especially in Syria
and Lebanon.

From containment to prevention

Israel’'s approach changed
dramatically after October 7.

Instead of forceful containment, it
adopted a standing preference for
prevention and preemption of rising
dangers through overwhelming
force. With very low tolerance

for any risk, a natural product of
October 7, Israel undertook major

A

operations on several fronts, against
different members of Iran’s axis.

This was explicitly a rejection of the
containment strategy that Israelis
believed had led to that day. But it
woefully underemphasized statecraft
that could leverage Israel’s military
achievements into lasting diplomatic
ones and underestimated the cost, the
human cost especially, of continued
war.

Israelis believe what followed October
7 was one overarching conflict
between Iran and its axis and Israel.
Rather than a series of discrete
conflicts in different theaters, it was
one war fought on many fronts, from
Gaza, to Lebanon, to Yemen, to Iran.
They now felt they could no longer
live with an Iranian “ring of fire”
around their country, unwilling to
accept quiet so long as the threat
remained.

Thus, unlike the valid debate in the
US - where public disapproval of the
war with Iran has been consistent —
there is almost no parallel discussion
in Israel as to the wisdom or legality
of the conlflict. To the contrary, polling
has shown overwhelming public
support. There is a consensus that the
ideal outcome - regime change led by
the Iranians themselves - would be
truly transformative. It would be the
culmination, and perhaps the end, of
Israel’s long war against this axis.

If regime change does not materialize,
however, it may prove harder to
return to forceful containment

after the war. Instead, it could spell

a countdown to the next major
conflagration, the next disruption of
lives in the region, including in Israel
itself, and the next upheaval in the
global economy.

As US President Donald Trump has
vacillated between various stated
objectives for the war - regime
change, “unconditional Iranian
surrender;” a say in the selection of
the next supreme leader, or military
aims such as the destruction of Iran’s
air, naval, and missile capabilities

- Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin
Netanyahu offered his own newly
limited enunciation of war aims. In his
first press conference of the war, two
weeks in, he acknowledged to Israeli
citizens: “I do not deny that I can’t tell
you with certainty that the Iranian
people will bring down the regime.

A regime is ultimately brought down
from within.” But he argued that Israel
was “creating the optimal conditions,”
hoping Iranians would seize them.

It was not lost on Israeli citizens that
after the 12-day war in June 2025,
merely eight months prior, Netanyahu
announced that Israel had “achieved
a historic victory, which will stand

for generations,” that it had “removed

two existential threats: the threat of
annihilation by nuclear weapons and
the threat of annihilation by 20,000
ballistic missiles.” Israel had “sent
Iran’s nuclear project to oblivion.” The
12-day war was indeed very successful
against Iran’s capabilities and left it
far more vulnerable to further strikes.
It did not, however, close the file on
either the Iranian nuclear program or
its ballistic missile capacity.

In pursuing another war against Iran,
this time on a much larger scale,
Netanyahu and Trump rolled the dice
on a high-stakes gamble. The potential
reward could be huge, but the cost
has already been substantial and
global in scope, and the down side
must be prepared for. Netanyahu’s
same speech pointed to the fallback
option: If Iran tried to reconstitute its
capabilities, he promised to strike
again.

Containment and deterrence require
patience

If one opts to revert to “mowing the
grass,” one must have the conditions
that allow it to succeed. To forcefully
contain - perhaps until regime
change materializes, hopefully in a
positive way - one must also maintain
a credible threat to use far greater
force in the case of a major retaliation.
Without it, forceful containment can
quickly spiral into full-scale war, with
everything that entails for people in the
region and around the world.

But returning to that approach now
would face two new problems.

First, to effectively deter Iran, Israel
would require the material means

to do so, including supplies from the
United States, and at least American
acquiescence to Israeli action. Yet US
patience with open conflict with Iran
is not the same as Israeli patience for
it. Israelis are far more likely to believe
this was a war of necessity, that they
had no choice but to act. Americans
believe this was a war of choice; they
simply did not face the same threats
from Iran, for geographic reasons if
nothing else. The same could apply
to the next round, but with added

US public impatience born of this
controversial war.

The American leadership’s attitude,
moreover, is attuned to factors Israel is
not nearly as sensitive to: global energy
prices, pressure from countries in the
region with close ties to the US or to
President Trump that are currently
under Iranian attack, and domestic US
public opinion.

To be clear, by opting for a joint

war with Israel against Iran, Trump
dramatically raised the credibility

of any future use of force while he
remains in power. But Trump has also
been known to change his mind; and
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if regime change in Iran does not come
by the time he leaves the White House,
the American calculation under his
successor may look quite different.

Moreover, Iran has an interest in
heightening these pressures on
American decision making. It will want
to impose as heavy a cost as possible
on the US, the region, global markets,
as well as Israel for their latest attack,
to deter another one. It therefore has
an interest in prolonging the conflict,
focusing on the Strait of Hormuz

and on energy prices, on casualties
among Americans and Israelis, and
on damage to US allies in the region,
notwithstanding the massive pain to
Iran and its people. The United States
is indeed focused on the Iranian navy
and its capacity in the strait, but even
an American success there might lead
to future reticence to revisit the effort.

This becomes, then, a battle of wills:
Iran and Israel feel their very futures
are at stake. The United States, writ
large, does not. So long as Trump is in
power, and if he adopts a prolonged,
patient, calculated strategy, while
withstanding domestic, regional,

and international pressure, forceful
containment could continue without
much modification. But that is not the
safest bet in the long run.

A spent threat

Second, an actualized threat can
sometimes prove weaker than a
potential one. Threats are most effective
as coercive measures when the target
has a lot to lose and is uncertain about
the terms of coercion. After the 12-day
war in June 2025, there remained a
threat in place to enforce new “rules of
the game.” Iran’s vulnerability to Israeli
attack had been both demonstrated
and heightened by that war, making
the threat that much more credible.
Yet even then, deterrence was no
guarantee.

Now, with everything on the line and
regime change explicitly in play, Iran’s
leadership has little to hold it back,
notwithstanding the huge damage to
its capacity to strike. It may become
less likely to accept terms put forth to
avoid conflict. An actualized threat can
become a spent threat.

The Islamic Republic has shown a
willingness to turn to international
terrorism and assassinations (counter-
assassinations, in its eyes). It would

also now have an incentive to attempt a
high-risk dash to full nuclear weapons
capacity, should containment falter and
an opportunity arise in the future, for
protection from the next attack, making
that next war more likely.

This war, then, raises the ante. If the
regime falls or changes from within in
the coming months, the payoff could
be huge. It would change the fate

of millions in Iran and in countries
throughout the region, depending on
how it falls and what replaces it. If the
regime survives, the risk could grow.
A severely battered Iran would have
far fewer capabilities at its disposal,
but it would still have the capacity to
harass its neighbors and impose costs
on others. Containing it would require
steadfastness, patience, and careful
planning. That would be the difficult
task ahead.

THE IRAN WAR
SPREADS TO THE
GULF REGION

FROM QATAR TO IRAQ: IRAN
TARGETS AMERICAN BASES
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As the conflict with Iran enters its
third week, the Gulf Arab countries
continue to bear the heaviest brunt
of a conflict that was not of their
choosing. While the Gulf Cooperation
Council (GCC) members (Bahrain,
Kuwait, Oman, Qatar, Saudi Arabia,
and the United Arab Emirates)
harbor no illusions about the
destructive nature of the Iranian
regime nor of its desire to spread
terror and sow regional instability,
they have nonetheless gone to great
lengths in recent years to develop
and maintain a shaky detente. This
semblance of stability has been

key to the ambitious economic
diversification strategies undertaken
by the UAE, Saudi Arabia, and Qatar,
in particular. These strategies have
also underpinned President Trump’s
second-term economic agenda for
the Middle East, which culminated in
the signing of more than $1.4 trillion
in new deals during his May visit to
the region and which is now being
undermined as the conflict spreads
throughout the region.

The Gulf as a Target

The conflict with Iran is largely a
war of choice, with an ever-moving
set of objectives given by the Trump
Administration, ranging from regime
change to degradation of nuclear,
missile, and drone programs. As the
administration continues to refine
its purpose, Iran has responded

by lashing out against all six GCC
member states, as well as Israel,
Jordan, and Iraq. Iran’s strategic
logic in striking the Gulf is clear:

the Gulf states are major strategic
partners of the United States and key
contributors to regional stability and
the global economy. Attacks on the
Gulf can drive pressure on Trump to
end the war, both from Gulf leaders
and from an American public that is
already experiencing the burden of
rising oil prices.

The real and perceived closeness
between Israel and the Gulf is
another contributing factor; the

UAE - the first Gulf state to join the
Abraham Accords - has received
more than half as many drone
attacks as all other states combined.
Meanwhile, Iran’s public justification
for the strikes has been that several
of the Gulf countries host US military
installations, with over 50,000
personnel deployed throughout the
region (including 5th Fleet HQ in
Bahrain and the forward HQ of the
US Central Command in Qatar).

In Iranian Sights: Infrastructure,
Energy, and Military Targets
Dominate

Since the outbreak of the Iran war
on February 28, the Islamic Republic
has struck or attempted to strike
five known US military installations
in the Gulf. Despite Iran launching
thousands of missiles and drones,
most of these strikes have been
intercepted by US-manufactured

surface-to-air defense systems, including the higher-altitude Terminal High Altitude
Area Defense (THAAD) and lower-altitude Patriot systems. Several US military sites
in the Gulf did, however, sustain damage. Furthermore, six US service members
were Killed in a March 1 Iranian strike near Camp Arifjan, a seventh was killed at
Prince Sultan Air Base, and six more were killed in a plane crash in neighboring
Iraq. Iran has also aggressively targeted US diplomatic facilities in Dubai, Kuwait,
and Saudi Arabia, as well as a hotel in Bahrain - injuring American contractors.

Iran’s attacks on the Gulf have not been limited to US military targets; the regime
has attacked civilian sites, tourist and financial hubs, residential areas, energy
infrastructure, and major airports - including repeated strikes against the world’s
busiest airport in Dubai. As Iran has drawn down its supplies of conventional
weapons, it has increasingly turned to asymmetric attacks utilizing its considerable
cyber capabilities and disruption of the transportation route via the Strait of
Hormuz to wreak economic havoc.

Economic Impacts Build: From the Gulf to the Global Economy

Apart from the rising death and injury tolls, the Iran war has the potential to cause
further economic devastation in the Gulf and beyond. It is already decimating the
Gulf’s tourism industry and creating what the International Energy Agency (IEA)
has called the biggest oil supply disruption in history. Gulf states have been forced
to temporarily but repeatedly close their airspace, disrupting flights and leaving
tens of thousands of Americans stranded in the early days of the conflict. Iran has
also attacked oil tankers, cargo, and other commercial vessels in the Persian Guli,
as well as oil refineries, gas facilities, and vital ports.

Attacks in the Strait of Hormuz, the world’s most critical waterway for shipments of
energy and other key commodities, along with corresponding spikes in insurance
for shippers in the area, have brought traffic there to a virtual standstill. This has
sent the prices of oil soaring and threatens supplies of aluminum and helium

that are key inputs into products like fertilizer and chips. The coming weeks are
therefore expected to see dramatic increases in the costs of food, medicine, and
other consumer products. The US-Israeli war against Iran is already costing the
global economy billions of dollars and could result in hiring freezes, layoffs, and
economic recession, depending on how long it takes to find an off-ramp. As a
countermeasure, the IEA announced that it will release 400 million barrels of oil
from its emergency stockpile, the largest reserves distribution in history.

Gulf Response to the Conflict

The Gulf is bearing the consequences of a war it did not choose and over which its
leaders have limited influence. Gulf states are unlikely to join offensive operations
against Iran, as doing so would make them primary targets of Iran and further
threaten their economies. The GCC has also opted against retaliatory strikes
against Iran, upholding the longstanding policy of avoiding direct confrontation
with the Islamic Republic. The Gulf nonetheless recognizes the potential for further
destabilization emanating from Iran and has provided considerable passive
support.

The GCC swiftly condemned Iran’s attacks on the Gulf as a breach of sovereignty
and international law and joined the European Union in calling for de-escalation.
Gulf states implemented various emergency security protocols and increased their
air defense readiness, coordinating with partners to intercept Iranian missiles and
drones. The UAE also closed its embassy in Tehran and withdrew its diplomats. On
March 11, the United Nations Security Council (UNSC) adopted Resolution 2817, by
a vote of 13-0, demanding the immediate cessation of Iranian aggression. Bahrain
submitted this UNSC resolution on behalf of the GCC, demonstrating both a united
front against Iranian aggression and a shared commitment to diplomacy with Iran
that transcends the growing Saudi-Emirati rivalry.

The Gulf has also provided direct support to US operations via basing access
and intelligence sharing, in addition to air defense coordination. In recent days,
President Trump has called on the Gulf countries to take a more active role in
securing the Strait of Hormuz via maritime patrols or operations. Doing so risks
direct confrontation with Iran and discussions over what role the Gulf countries
might be willing to play remain ongoing. For his part, Senator Lindsey Graham,
a top Trump ally and chief advocate for the Iran war, gave Saudi Arabia an
ultimatum: join the war or “consequences will follow.”

Whither US-Gulf and Iran-Gulf Relations?

The Trump Administration has been responding to Iran’s attacks on the Gulf with
overwhelming US military force, as part of its broader “Operation Epic Fury.”

In addition to coordinating with GCC partners on missile defense, the US has
significantly increased military deployments to the Gulf - including additional
marines and warships, issued travel warnings, ordered the departure of non-
emergency US personnel from the Gulf, and closed the US embassies in Saudi
Arabia and Kuwait. In response to Iran’s attack on the Gulf’s oil supply, Trump
ordered the bombing of Kharg Island, from where the Iranian regime exports
about 90 percent of its oil. Furthermore, the US Energy Department announced
the release of 172 million barrels of oil from the Strategic Petroleum Reserve to
counteract skyrocketing energy prices.

This support notwithstanding, some prominent Gulf allies have criticized the US
for prioritizing Israeli security over their own, despite high-profile security and
defense agreements recently signed with the UAE, Saudi Arabia, and Qatar. There
are also reports that some Gulf partners are reviewing recent investments in the
US as they attempt to triage the economic impacts of the conflict. Amidst long-
standing delays in the delivery of defense articles, which are in critical demand,
as well as reports of dwindling stockpiles and other controlled technologies such
as chips, the Gulf states will almost certainly take stock of their partnerships with
the US at the war’s end and consider diversification of alliances moving forward
in order to better hedge against future US actions that threaten their economic
futures.

As for relations with Iran, what was once a shaky detente will now be viewed as
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a critical threat thanks to a surviving
regime that is both more hardline
than its predecessor and more willing
to deploy asymmetric capabilities to
disrupt and threaten its neighbors.

Policy Recommendations

The Trump Administration should
clarify the strategic objectives of

the conflict and seek a negotiated
conclusion that stabilizes markets
and, to the extent possible given the
destructive nature of the Iranian
regime, avoids recurrent cycles in the
near or medium term. It should further
prioritize the security of Gulf partners
by accelerating the delivery of new
defense systems, including additional
THAAD and Patriot batteries; air
defense interceptors, counter-drone
technologies, and cyber defense
capabilities. Following the conclusion
of the conlflict, the administration will
need to work to reassure Gulf allies

of the continued value of the strategic
partnership with the US.

The US Congress should urgently
exercise its oversight of the Trump
Administration’s war objectives,
ensuring that military operations
remain aligned with clearly defined
national security goals. It should
expedite the review and approval

of defense articles to Gulf partners,
including through joint training and
technology sharing. Congress should
work closely with the administration to
support initiatives related to maritime
security and diplomatic de-escalation
Initiatives, while maintaining pressure
on Iran’s destabilizing regional
activities.

Israel should remove regime change
in Iran as a goal of the current conflict
in acknowledgement that it is both
futile and destabilizing for the region
and precludes a negotiated resolution
to the current round of violence. To
avoid unwelcome geopolitical and
environmental impacts, including
potential spikes in refugee flows and
violence beyond Iran’s borders, Israel
should work with the US in support

of a long-term negotiated solution that
addresses nuclear, military, and proxy
capabilities, acknowledging that the
Iran conflict cannot be permanently
won through military means alone.
Gulf states should maintain a unified
diplomatic front in condemning
Iranian aggression while continuing
to advocate for de-escalation and
working towards greater security
integration within the GCC. Once safe
to do so, they should expand maritime
security cooperation with the US and
other neighbors to protect shipping
lanes and energy flows from future
shocks. Gulf countries should continue
to partner with the US in building
cyber resilience and defensive
capabilities, while serving as a vital
intermediary in developing a long-
term, negotiated resolution to Iran’s
destabilizing behaviors and ambitions.

Drone incidents in Gulf states,
continued strikes on Iran and
Lebanon, and missile alerts in Israel
highlight the widening scope of the
conflict as casualties mount on all
sides

DOHA, Qatar (MNTYV) - The United

States-Israel war on Iran entered its
17th day Monday with new airstrikes
on Tehran, missile launches toward
Israel, and drone incidents across the
Gulf, raising fears that the conflict could
expand into a broader regional war.

Israeli forces carried out a fresh wave
of attacks on targets in the Iranian
capital overnight, prompting Iranian air
defenses to respond to what authorities
described as “hostile targets” in the
skies above Tehran.

Iranian emergency officials said some
of the strikes hit civilian facilities. The
Iranian Red Crescent Society reported
that one of its clinics and a relief post
were damaged during the raids.

Iran’s Health Ministry says the war

has Killed at least 1,444 people and
injured more than 18,500 others since
fighting began on Feb. 28. Hospitals in
several cities remain under pressure as
casualties continue to rise.

Iranian authorities also announced
the arrest of 18 people accused of
collaborating with Iran International,
a satellite television network Tehran
alleges has links to Israel.

Missile alerts in Israel
In Israel, air raid sirens sounded in
several areas early Monday after
missiles were launched from Iran.

Israeli media reported that debris from
an intercepted missile fell in multiple
locations in central Israel, including
Shoham, Rishon LeZion, Lod, and Ness
Ziona, near Tel Aviv.

According to Israel’s Health Ministry,
3,369 people have been injured and
hospitalized since the war began,
including civilians and military
personnel. The figure includes 142
people wounded in the past 24 hours
alone.

Israeli authorities said most of the
recent damage resulted from falling
missile fragments after interception by
air defense systems.

Iranian response and
military claims

Iranian officials say their military
capabilities remain largely intact
despite ongoing strikes.

Brigadier-General Ali Mohammad
Naini, spokesperson for Iran’s Islamic
Revolutionary Guard Corps, said most
of the group’s missile arsenal remains
untouched. He claimed the weapons
used in the current conflict are largely
older systems.

“The missiles currently being used

are from a decade ago,” Naini said in
comments broadcast by Iranian media.
“The missiles produced since the last
war with Israel have not yet been
used.”

Iranian Foreign Minister Abbas
Araghchi also rejected claims from
Washington that Tehran is seeking
negotiations. In an interview with
CBS News, Araghchi said Iran has not
requested ceasefire talks.

“We never asked for a ceasefire, and we
have never asked for negotiations,” he
said. “We are ready to defend ourselves
as long as it takes.”

US President Donald Trump said

American forces were targeting
Iran’s drone manufacturing facilities.
Speaking aboard Air Force One,
Trump said the strikes had severely
weakened Iran’s military capabilities.

“Iran has very little firepower left,”
Trump said. “We have decimated their
manufacturing capability.”

U.S. defense officials confirmed that
several American bases in the region
have come under drone and missile
threats since the war began.

According to US military sources, more
than two dozen American service
members have been injured in various
attacks on bases in Iraqg, Syria, and the
Gulf since the start of the conflict. Most
injuries were linked to drone strikes
and missile interceptions.

Fighting spreads to
Lebanon

The conflict has increasingly spilled
over into neighboring Lebanon, where
Israeli forces intensified airstrikes
against Hezbollah positions in the
south.

Lebanon’s Health Ministry says the
war has killed 850 people, including
more than 100 children, and injured
thousands more since cross-border
hostilities escalated.

Israeli officials say their operations are
aimed at preventing Hezbollah from
opening a second major front against
Israel.

The Israeli military confirmed it has
begun limited ground operations in
southern Lebanon, targeting Hezbollah
infrastructure.

Meanwhile, the United Nations
Interim Force in Lebanon (UNIFIL)
said its patrols were fired upon by
unidentified armed groups on Sunday,
underscoring the deteriorating
security environment in the area.

Gulf region on alert

The conlflict has also spilled into the
Guli, where several countries reported
drone and missile threats.

In the United Arab Emirates, a drone-
related incident sparked a fire near
Dubai International Airport, forcing
authorities to temporarily suspend
flights early Monday.

Officials said a fuel tank in the vicinity
of the airport caught fire, but the blaze
was quickly contained. Dubai airport
later resumed limited operations,
although several flights were canceled.

Another fire broke out in an industrial
zone in Fujairah, also linked to a drone
strike, according to local authorities.
In Abu Dhabi, officials said a missile
struck a car, killing a Palestinian
resident.

Saudi Arabia reported intercepting at
least 37 drones over its eastern region
on Monday, while Bahrain, Kuwait,
and Qatar also said their air defense
systems had responded to aerial
threats in recent days.

Saudi Crown Prince Mohammed bin
Salman and UAE President Sheikh
Mohamed bin Zayed Al Nahyan
discussed the escalating situation

during a phone call, according to
Saudi state media. Both leaders
reaffirmed the Gulf Cooperation
Council’s commitment to defend their
territories from attacks.

Strategic concerns over
oil and shipping

The war has also raised concerns
about global energy supplies and
maritime security. The United States

is reportedly working to assemble

an international coalition to keep the
Strait of Hormuz open, a vital shipping
route through which nearly a fifth of
the world’s oil passes.

Washington is also considering plans
to seize Iran’s Kharg Island oil export
terminal, according to media reports.
Trump has urged allies to deploy
naval forces to secure the strait.

At the same time, Japan has begun
releasing oil from its strategic reserves
in response to rising fuel prices linked
to the war.

Environmental and
humanitarian concerns

Iranian officials have accused Israel of
causing environmental damage during
strikes on fuel facilities in Tehran.

Foreign Minister Araghchi said the
attacks could have serious ecological
consequences. Humanitarian agencies
are also warning about the growing
toll on civilians.

The United Kingdom announced more
than £5 million (about $6.6 million)

in emergency funding to support
humanitarian operations in Lebanon.

Aid organizations say hospitals and
relief services across the region

are struggling to cope with rising
casualties. As the conflict enters its
third week, analysts warn that the risk
of further escalation remains high.

Drone incidents across the Guli,
continued strikes on Iran, and fighting
in Lebanon suggest that the war is
increasingly affecting multiple fronts
across the Middle East. Diplomatic
efforts to reduce tensions have so far
produced little progress.

With thousands already killed or
injured and military operations
intensifying, the region appears poised
for a prolonged and unpredictable
confrontation.

SMALL U.S.
AIRPORTS
COULD CLOSE

IF SHUTDOWN
CONTINUES,
OFFICIAL WARNS

T.S.A. officers, working without pay
for more than a month, have called
out of work and quit in growing
numbers as the shutdown drags on.

With more than 30 percent

of Transportation Security
Administration officers absent from
work at several airports across the
United States this week, a senior
T.S.A. official warned on Tuesday
that the ongoing partial government
shutdown may force the closure of
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small US. airports.

In an appearance on Fox News, Adam
Stahl, the acting deputy administrator
of the T.S.A,, said that if the shutdown
continues, “it’s not hyperbole to suggest
that we may have to quite literally shut
down airports, particularly smaller
ones, if call-out rates go up.”

Nick Dyer, a T.S.A. spokesman,
explained in a phone interview that
airports would be closed only if so few
T.S.A. officers showed up to work at an
airport that they were unable to fully
staff a security checkpoint. He did not
comment on how soon any closures
might take place or which airports
could be affected, saying only that any
decisions would be made “on a case-
by-case basis.”

About 50,000 T.S.A. officers have
been working without pay since Feb.
14, when Congress let funding for the
Department of Homeland Security,
which oversees the T.S.A., expire
over a disagreement on immigration
enforcement.

More than 10 percent of T.S.A. officers
across the United States did not show
up for work on Sunday and Monday,
the highest rates of absence during the
shutdown so far, according to DH.S. A
growing number of T.S.A. employees
have picked up second jobs to pay
their bills, sometimes calling out sick to
do so, and on Tuesday the department
said 366 officers had quit since the
shutdown began. A growing number
of airports across the country have
seen hourslong security wait times as
a result.

More than 37 percent of T.S.A.

officers at Hartsfield-Jackson Atlanta
International, the world’s busiest
airport, did not show up for work

on Monday, according to D.H.S. The
absence rate at Kennedy Airport

in New York on Monday was more
than 30 percent, and more than 20
percent at LaGuardia Airport. The
highest single-day call-out rate was on
Saturday at William P. Hobby Airport
in Houston, when 55 percent of T.S.A.
officers were absent.

In the Fox News interview, Mr. Stahl
warned of “significant pain” ahead,
predicting passengers could soon face
three- or four-hour wait times. “This is
going to get worse before it gets better,”
he said.

ISRAELI ATTACKS
ON LEBANON MAY
AMOUNT TO WAR
CRIMES, UN RIGHTS
OFFICE SAYS

‘Deliberately attacking civilians or
civilian objects amounts to a war
crime; UN says after resurgence
in Israeli air strikes and ground
operations.

Israeli attacks on residential
buildings and civilian infrastructure
in Lebanon may amount to war
crimes, the United Nations human
rights office says as the Israeli
military pummels its northern
neighbour as part of the wider war
engulfing the Middle East.

At a news briefing on Tuesday in
Geneva, a spokesperson for UN High
Commissioner for Human Rights Volker
Turk said hundreds of homes and
other buildings, including healthcare
facilities, have been destroyed in
intensified Israeli strikes on the capital,
Beirut, and other parts of the country.
Thameen al-Kheetan noted that
displaced Lebanese civilians living in
tents along the Beirut seafront were
killed in Israeli strikes while other
attacks since early March also have
killed at least 16 health workers.

“International humanitarian law
demands distinction between

military targets and civilians and
civilian objects and insists on feasible
precautions being taken to protect
civilians. Deliberately attacking
civilians or civilian objects amounts to
a war crime,” al-Kheetan said.

“In addition, international law
provides for specific protections for
healthcare workers as well as people
at heightened risk, such as the elderly,
women and displaced people.” At least
912 people, including 111 children,
have been killed and 2,221 wounded in
Israel’s attacks on Lebanon since March
2, according to the latest figures from
the Lebanese Ministry of Public Health.
Israel began carrying out intensified
strikes in early March after Iran-backed
Hezbollah launched rockets into
northern Israel after the assassination
of Iranian Supreme Leader Ali
Khamenei in United States-Israeli
attacks on February 28, the first day

of the war they launched on Iran. The
Israeli military has since been carrying
out a widespread aerial and ground
assault across Lebanon in what it says
is a campaign against Hezbollah. The
Lebanese armed group has responded
by firing barrages of rockets into
northern Israel and engaging Israeli
forces on the ground in southern
Lebanon.

Meanwhile, the UN and international
humanitarian groups have raised
concerns about the conflict’s
worsening toll on civilians across
Lebanon. Lebanese authorities said
more than one million people have
been forced out of their homes as a
result of the conflict as Israel issues
forced displacement threats for areas
of southern Lebanon below the Litani
River and the southern suburbs of
Beirut.

Israel Katz said the residents of
southern Lebanon “will not return to
their homes south of the Litani River
until the security of the residents of the
north [of Israel] is guaranteed”. Michael
Adams, the country director at CARE
Lebanon, said on Tuesday that the
humanitarian response “is struggling
to keep pace with the scale of the
[displacement] crisis”.

“There are not enough resources,

not enough essential supplies, and

not enough funding to meet the
immense needs we are seeing,”
Adams said in a statement. “In this
conflict, the disregard for civilian life is
unbearable.”

The Office of the UN High
Commissioner for Human Rights

also expressed concern over the
displacement crisis, noting that Israel’s
orders for residents of southern
Lebanon to leave their homes “may
amount to forced displacement,
prohibited under international
humanitarian law”.

“With this displacement comes a

wide array of human rights concerns.
Proper healthcare, sufficient food and
drinking water are lacking,” al-Kheetan
said.

“Education has been interrupted

for another academic year, freedom

of movement no longer exists, and
livelihoods have now been lost. And
while people are displaced, Israeli
attacks are destroying and damaging
their houses, farmland and other
civilian infrastructure.”

SYNAGOGUE
ATTACK LOST
FAMILY MEMBERS
IN ISRAELI
AIRSTRIKE

WEST BLOOMFIELD, Mich. (AP) - A
man with a rifle who crashed into a
large Michigan synagogue in what
federal officials are saying was an
attack had lost four family members
in an Israeli airstrike in his native
Lebanon last week, an official said
Friday. Ayman Mohamad Ghazali,
41, a naturalized U.S. citizen born
in Lebanon, was Killed by security
after ramming into Temple Israel

in West Bloomfield Township near
Detroit and driving down a hallway
in a vehicle that then caught fire,
according to authorities.

The FBL, which is leading the
investigation, described the attack
on one of the nation’s largest Reform
synagogues as an act of violence

targeting the Jewish community. The
synagogue’s staff, teachers and 140
children at its early childhood center
were not injured, according to Oakland
County Sheriff Mike Bouchard.

Ghazali came to the US. in 2011 on an
immediate relative visa as the spouse
of a US. citizen and was granted U.S.
citizenship in 2016, according to the
Department of Homeland Security.

An Israeli airstrike killed four people
in the eastern Lebanon town of
Mashgharah on March 5, Lebanon’s
state agency and the Lebanese Health
Ministry reported. A woman was also
wounded. The ripple effects of the Iran
war have spread across the Middle
East. Israel has stepped up its attacks
on Lebanon following renewed strikes
with the Iranian-backed militant group
Hezbollah.

A local official in Mashgharah told

The Associated Press that Ghazali’s
two brothers and a niece and nephew
were Kkilled at their home in the
airstrike just after sunset as they were
having their fast-breaking meal during
the Muslim holy month of Ramadan.
The official, who requested anonymity
because he could not publicly discuss
details of the airstrike, told the AP that
Kassim and Ibrahim Ghazali were
killed, along with Ibrahim Ghazali’s
children, Ali and Fatima. Ibrahim
Ghazali’s wife was seriously wounded
and remains in the hospital, the official
said.

The official said that Kassim Ghazali
was a well-known soccer coach and
personal trainer while Ibrahim was

a school bus driver in the village.

The official said that Ayman Ghazali’s
father was in the U.S. and returned to
Lebanon recently.

In the minutes after the attack,

smoke billowed from the synagogue.
One security officer was hit by the
vehicle and knocked unconscious

but did not suffer life-threatening
injuries, Bouchard said. And 30 law
enforcement officers were treated for
smoke inhalation.

Cassi Cohen, director of strategic
development at Temple Israel, was

in the hallway where the crash
happened. She described hearing a
loud bang and said she grabbed a few
staff members, ran into her office and
locked the door.

“When [ heard the crash, [ knew it was
bad,” Cohen said.

She said the crash happened near

a classroom and, in addition to the
children, there were also more than 30
staff members in the synagogue.
Rabbi Arianna Gordon, from Temple
Israel, thanked the security team, law
enforcement and early childhood
teachers for getting the children out
safely and reunited with their parents.
About a dozen parents sprinted to get
their children soon after authorities
cleared the building. Other families
were reunited at a nearby Jewish
Community Center.

Allison Jacobs, whose 18-month-old
daughter is enrolled in Temple Israel’s
day care, said she got a message from
a teacher saying the children were OK
even before she knew what happened.
“There are no words. I was in complete
and utter shock,” she said.
Synagogues around the world have
been on edge and ramping up security
since the US. and Israel launched a
war with Iran with missile strikes on
Feb. 28.
